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FROM CHAIRMAN MAO'S WORKS: 
"We Communists ought to face the world and brave the storm, the great world of 

mass struggle and the mighty storm of mass struggle." 
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Chairman Mao Swims in the Yangtse 
C HAIRMAN Mao Tse-tung, our great  leader, once 

again had  a good swim in the  Yangtse River, 
braving the wind and waves  on Ju ly  16. 

The sky over Wuhan that  day was br ight  and clear. 
Tens of thousands of people, ebull ient  with joy, thronged 
both banks  of the  river.  

Chai rman Mao had swum across the Yangtse at 
Wuhan three  t imes in June  1956, and had  wr i t ten  his 
magnif icent  and powerful  poem S w i m m i n g - - t o  the  
melody Shui Tiao Keh Tzm. Ten years  later,  Chairman 
Mao again swam in the  great  river,  s taying in the 
water  for 65 minutes  and covering a distance of near ly  
15 kilometres.  I t  was as Chairman Mao had said in his 
poem: 

"I care not that the wind blows and the 
waves beat; 

It is better than idly strolling in a courtyard." 

The happy  news about Chairman Mao's latest  
swim in the Yangtse soon spread all over  Wuhan. Fi l led 
with g rea t  joy, the  people of this t r iple  city, men and 
women and old and young, passed on the word:  "Our 
respected and beloved leader  Chairman Mao is so very  
healthy. This is the greates t  happiness  for  the  ent ire  
Chinese people and for  the revolut ionary  people of the  
whole world!" 

Acting in accordance with Chairman Mao's instruc-  
t ion to go and swim in the big r ivers  and seas to steel 
themselves, 5,000 swimmers  in Wuhan, following the 
course charted by  Chairman Mao, enthusiast ical ly took 
par t  in the l l t h  Cross-Yangtse Swimming Competi t ion 
on the morning of Ju ly  16. Our great  leader  ar r ived 
in a launch and reviewed the competitors.  I t  was 
a t remendous inspira t ion to all  the people of Wuhan. 

The waters  of the r iver  seemed to be smiling that  
day. Cheering crowds l ined both banks  which were  
decorated with  colourful banners  and huge posters wi th  
slogans. It was a festive scene, wi th  the people im-  
mersed in deep joy. 

At 9:20 in the  morning, the s t rains  of The East 
Is Red, a song in praise of our beloved leader  Chairman 
Mao, came through the loudspeakers  on both banks,  
stirring the hear ts  of everyone on the spot. They 

thought  to themselves:  It was Chairman Mao w h o  
opened a broad, smooth pa th  on the Yangtse for  us. 
How fine i t  would be if he could come today and see  
us cross the r iver!  

Chairman Mao is the red sun in our hear ts  and is 
with us for  ever. Jus t  as the competi t ion started, a 
fast launch cut through the waves and sailed towards 
the swimmers  from the east  where  the  sun was rising. 
At that  moment,  one of the swimmers  f irst  caught sight 
of the great  leader  on the launch. Hardly  able to con- 
tain his joy, he immedia te ly  shouted out: "Chairman 
Mao has arr ived! Long live Chai rman Mao!" Instantly,  
the swimmers, holding hundreds  of red banners  high 
above the water,  swam towards  Chairman Mao. The 
eyes of thousands upon thousands of people on the banks  
and in the  river,  which became red with the reflections 
of the banners,  were  turned on Chairman Mao! They all 
expressed the same wish:  May our great  Chairman Mao 
live ten thousand years!  And they all shouted in one 
voice f rom the i r  hear ts :  Long live Chairman Mao! 
Simultaneously wi th  the cheers, all the ships at anchor 
sounded their  whist les  in honour  of the great  leader. 
Cheers intermingled with whistles to form a thunderous 
roar  which shook the sky over Wuhan. 

Radiant  with vigour  and in buoyant  spirits, Chair-  
man Mao stood on the d e c k a n d  reviewed the large 
number  of swimmers  bat t l ing  the  waves. At  that  
moment,  the  swimmers  formed a Great  Wall on the 
wide river,  cleft the waves and va l ian t ly  forged ahead, 
some holding red  banners  high and others advancing 
with big boards  inscribed with quotat ions from Chair- 
man Mao's works  which read:  "Unity, alertness, ear-  
nestness and liveliness"; "The imperial is ts  are bul ly-  
ing us in such a manner  tha t  we have to deal wi th  
them seriously";  "Be resolute and unafra id  of sacrifice, 
surmount  every diff icul ty to win victory." Chairman 
Mao was filled wi th  great  joy  to see that  the swimmers 
were  f i red with such revolu t ionary  spirit, so firm in 
the i r  determinat ion and so strong in the i r  f ighting will. 
Now walking  to the  s ta rboard  and now to the port  
side, he waved  to the swimmers  amid enthusiast ic cheers 
and called out  to them in a loud voice: "Greetings, 
comrades! Long l ive you comrades!" 
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The children's  swimming contin- 
gent made  up of over 200 p r ima ry  
school pupils  received par t icu la r  a t ten-  
tion from Chairman Mao. Most of them 
Young Pioneers from 8 to 14 years  old, 
the children breasted the waves and 
swam vigorously onward with  a board  
inscribed with Chairman Mao's words:  
"Study dil igently and make progress 
e v e r y  day," singing the song We Are 
Successors to the Cause of Communism 
a s  they advanced. They demonst ra ted  
the revolut ionary  spiri t  of red young-  
sters in the Mao Tse-tung era. As the 
children swam past, Chairman Mao re-  
quested tha t  the launch be steered 
towards them. Seeing Chairman Mao, 
the Young Pioneers enthusiast ical ly 
shouted: "Long live Chai rman Mao!" 
Beaming with warm sm41es, Chairman 
Mao waved to them and said in an affec- 
tionate tone: "Greetings, children!" 

Chairman Mao's encouragement  
g a v e  great  s trength to the children. 
Braving the rol l ing waves, they swam 
towards their  destination. 

Nieh Chang-hsin, a swimmer f rom 
t h e  mili t ia  of the Hankow Thermal  
Power Plant,  became so excited when 
h e  s a w  Chairman Mao that  he forgot he 
w a s  in the water.  Raising both hands, 
he shouted: "Long live Chairman Mao! 
Long live Chairman Mao!" He leapt  
into the air  but  soon sank into the r iver  
again. He gulped several  mouthfuls,  but  the water  
tasted especially sweet  to him. The 5,000 swimmers, 
a s  excited as this mil i t iaman,  swam past  Chairman Mao 
in groups and, cheering "Long live Chairman Mao," 
t r iumphant ly  reached the destination. 

As soon as they went  ashore, they turned round 
and, together with the tens of thousands of people 
there, warmly  cheered Chairman Mao who was on 
board the launch in mid stream. As the vessel moved 
towards  the shore, Chairman Mao, who was standing 
at the bow, continuously waved his hand and shouted: 
"Long live the people!" The crowds on the shore were 
in exuberant  spirits; they burs t  into thunderous cheers 
which drowned the roar  of the Yangtse 's  tempestuous 
waters. 

It was at this joyous moment  that  Chairman Mao's 
launch arr ived near  the  mouth of the Wuchang dykes. 
With s teady steps, Chairman Mao walked down the 
gangway and dipped himself  in the water  for  a while 
before stretching out his arms and beginning to swim. 
It was exact ly  11 o'clock. 

The Yangtse was in spate; its current  was swift 
and the rol l ing waves pounded the shores. Swimming 
in t h e  v a s t  river, Chai rman Mao sometimes made his

way through the turbulent  waters  by side-stroking and 
sometimes he floated on his back, looking at the azure 
sky. Close b y  his side in the water  were Comrade 
Wang Jen-chung, Second Secretary  of the Central- 
South China Bureau of the Central  Committee of the 
Chinese Communis t  Pa r ty  and Fi rs t  Secretary of the 
Hupeh Provincial  Pa r ty  Committee, and a group of 
robust  youths. 

As Chairman Mao swam through the waves, he 
talked animatedly  with the comrades around him. A 
young woman told him: "This is the second time I 'm 
swimming in the ¥angtse ."  Smiling, Chairman Mao 
repl ied:  "The Yangtse is wide and deep. It is a good 
place to swim in." When Chairman Mao discovered 
tha t  another  young woman accompanying him could 
only swim in one style, he amiably  taught  her  the 
back-stroke.  He said: "The Yangtse is deep and its 
current  is swift. This can help you train your  body 
and strengthen your  will-power." 

When Chairman Mao crossed the Yangtse for the 
fourth t ime in 1957, he pointed to a lesson: People say 
that  the Yangtse is a ve ry  big river, actually there is 
nothing to be afraid of about  i ts  size. I s n ' t  U.S. im- 
perial ism very  big? I t  tu rned  out to be nothing when 
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C h a i r m a n  Mao s tands  on the  d e c k  of the  l a u n c h  r e v i e w i n g  the  
s w i m m e r s  bat t l ing  the  w a v e s  of  the  Y a n g t s e  

we rebuffed it once. So, there  a r e  actual ly some big 
things in the world tha t  are not to be feared. 

While swimming, Chairman Mao also chatted with 
Comrade Wang Jen-chung at his side. "How is swim- 
ming being popular ized among the young people in 
Wuhan?" he asked. "More and more of them are taking 
to the water," repl ied Wang Jen-chung. "They have 
distinguished themselves for being bold, brave  and 
quick in learning. In general,  they  take only five or 
six days to learn to swim." Then Chai rman Mao asked: 
"Can one in every three swim?" Comrade Wang Jen-  
chung replied:  "Yes." Very much pleased, Chairman Mao 
said: "That 's  very good!" Comrade Wang Jen-chung 
reported to Chairman Mao tha t  men of the Chinese 
People's Liberat ion A r m y  and the mil i t ia  swam across 
the Yangtse ful ly  a rmed last yea r  and that  s tudents  of 
the Wuhan Inst i tute  of Water  Conservancy and Electric 
Power swam across Tunghu Lake in Wuhan during the 
winter. He said tha t  an increasing number  of people 
had learnt  to swim and that  the number  able to swim 
across the Yangtse was growing from year  to year,  

In 1956 when Chairman Mao swam 
across the ¥ang t se  for  the  f i rs t  time, the 
broad masses were inspired. Chairman Mao 
has said:  "Swimming is a sport  in which the 
swimmers  bat t le  against  Nature;  you should 
go into the big r ivers  and seas to temper  
yourselves." Following his instruction, tens 
of thousands of youth  and the broad masses 
have taken par t  in swimming across the 
Yangtse on an increasingly extensive scale 
over the last  few years. During the f irst  
across- the-Yangtse swim, among those who 
took par t  were  only some two dozen girl  
swimmers.  Now near ly  1,0.00 girls t~ake pa r t  
e v e r y  year,  among them armed mili t ia-  
women. At first, only one boy took part .  
Today, however, the children are the van- 
guard in crossing the river. Many born af ter  
1956, when Chairman Mao first  swam across 
the river, now f igure prominent ly  in the 
cross-Yangtse swirm 

When it was near ly  noon, a 5-degree 
strong wind swept over the wide river, 
churning up big waves. The launch wait ing 
in the  middle  of the  r iver  moved towards  
Chairman Mao to take  him aboard. Comrade 
Wang Jen-chung asked him several  t imes to 
go on board to take a rest. Chairman Mao 
asked how long they  had been swimming. 
When the comrades around said tha t  they 
had been swimming for 45 minutes, he re- 
plied in the  best of spiri ts:  "I t 's  not  even 
an hour yet!"  With that, he continued 
swimming to the east. When they  had swum 
65 minutes,  Comrade Wang Jen-chung again 
asked Chairman Mao to take a rest on the 
launch. Chairman Mao joked:  "Since you 
are F i rs t  Secre tary  of the Provincial  Par ty  

Committee here, I have to obey your order!" 

Star t ing f rom near  the mou~th of the Wuchang 
dykes, Chairman Mao swam downstream for near ly  15 
ki lometres  to a place near  the Wuhan Iron and Steel 
Company. When he boarded the launch, he was in high 
spirits and showed no s igns  of fatigue. 

The news of Chairman Mao's swim in the Yangtse 
s t i r red all hear ts  and brought  immense inspirat ion and 
strength to everybody. 

Wei Yueh-an, polit ical  instructor  of the 205th group 
of the Wuhan Port  Adminis t ra t ion and one of those 
in the Yangtse navigat ienal  depar tments  who have 
dist inguished themselves for having studied Chairman 
Mao's works  well, after he re turned  to his group, 
described to his comrades the memorable  scene of how 
Chairman Mao reviewed the swimmers  and how the 
great  leader  had a good swim in the Yangtse. With 
deep emotion, he said: "A docker who spent dozens 
of years  on the wate r  front, I had my full share of 
the bi t terness and agony of the old society. Since 
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liberation, the people have become the masters of their 
country. That I was able to swim in the Yangtse 
together, with Chairman Mao today is an event I'll 
never forget for ..the rest of my  life. From now 
on I'll follow Chairman Mao's teachings still better. 
While working on the Yangtse, I'll keep the interests 
af the country and those of the world at heart, study 
and apply Chairman Man's works creatively, do my 
part to carry out the great proletarian cultural revolu- 
tion thoroughly, do a good job at work, and make my 
contribution to the building of our great motherland 
and to supporting the anti-imperialist, revolutionary 
struggles of the people of Asia, Africa and Latin 
America. This is how I shall repay the solicitude shown 
me by the Party and Chairman Mao." 

July 16 was an unforgettable day for the more 
than 300 workers and staff members and their families 
at the repair section of the shipping department of 
the Yangtse River Navigation Administration. That 
was the day they saw how healthy and full of spirit 
their beloved leader Chairman Mao Was, and this made 
them immensely happy. The same afternoon the work- 
ers wrote stacks of pledges in their workshops, pro- 
claiming their resolve to raise the great red banner 
of Mao Tse- tung 's  thought  still higher, Carry the great 
proletarian cultural revolution through to the end, and 
repair vessels in a way which would give greater, faster, 
better and more economical results, support national 
construction and the Vietnamese people in their strug- 
gle to defeat U.S. imperialism.

A Young Pioneer, tremendously happy 
and filled with emotion after the swim, took out his 
pocket diary and with great care recorded the most 
unforgettable event in his life: "I saw Chairman Mao 
at 10:35 on the morning of July  18, 1966." 

On that day, friends from various countries 
who were visiting Wuhan after attending the Afro- 
Asian Writers' Emergency Meeting watched from on 
board boats the spectacular cross-Yangtse competition 
of the people of Wuhan. They met the. Chinese people's 
great leader Chairman Mao whom they had long wished 
to see. The foreign friends cheered Chairman Mao 
enthusiastically and the excursion boats resounded with 
their plaudits. Delegates from Niger, while attending 
the writers'  meeting in Peking, collectively wrote a 
poem expressing their great love for Chairman Mao. 
It read: 

Mao Tse- tung ,  you  are our leader, 
Mao Tse- tung ,  you  are our beacon, 
Which  i l luminates ,  i l luminates ,  i l luminates  
The darkes t ,  the  ]arthest  horizons . . . .  

They could not contain their excitement when they 
saw Chairman Mao that day. Some friends repeatedly 
called out: "Chairman Mao!

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China Federation of Trade Unions (for full texts of 
speeches see pp. 16-20), who spoke on behalf of all mass 
organizations, democraLic parties and non-party dem- 
ocrats. Chairman Chu Teh's message and the 
speeches were continuously punctuated by applause. 
The shouted slogans reverberated: "Salute the heroic 
Vietnamese people!" "People of the whole world, unite! 
Down with U.S. imperialismW and "The people of the 
whole world will certainly win; U.S. imperialism will 
certainly be defeated!" 

"Only  heroes can quell tigers and leopards." The 
revolutionary spirit of the people soared high. The 
whole vast Square and its environs was like a storm- 
swept sea with clouds and waters raging. 

After the rally, massed columns of people spread 
out from the Tien An Men Square and the Changan 
Boulevard in a gigantic demonstration that traversed 
the city by different routes. All Peking was astir with 
a strong militant spirit of aid to Vietnam in its resist- 
ance to U.S. aggression. 

10 Million People on the Streets 

In the three days, July 22-24, 10 million people in 
all parts of the country took to the streets in rallies 
and demonstrations. Spreading from Peking a flood 
of demonstrations swept to all parts of the country 
denouncing U.S. imperialism's expanding war of ag- 
gression against Vietnam and supporting the Vietna- 
mese people's war of resistance against U.S. aggression 
to the very end. 

In Shanghai 800,000 people demonstrated. They 
made it known that they will defy all risks to support 
the Vietnamese people to drive out the U.S. gangsters. 
Half the population in the city of Hoihow, which has 
200,000 people, marched on the streets. In Nanning 
a mass rally of 300,000 people declared that Kwangsi 

was the immediate rear area of Vietnam. A mass rally 
of over 200,000 people in Kunming showed that Yunnan 
which adjoins Vietnam is duty-bound to aid Vietnam 
against U.S. imperialism. The rally and demonstration 
of 500,000 people in Harbin declared that they would 
aid Vietnam in resisting U.S. aggression whatever the 
sacrifice. In Lhasa, nearly 50,000 people took part in 
rallies and demonstrations. They showed that the one 
million emancipated serfs in Tibet were determined 
to aid Vietnam in resisting U.S. aggression. The 
200,000 demonstrators in Urumchi showed that the 
people of Sinkiang gave full support to their Vietna- 
mese brothers. People taking part in rallies and dem- 
onstrations in other cities, big, medium or small, 
shared the same feelings of hatred "for the enemy and 
they denounced U.S. imperialism's aggression against 
Vietnam. These nationwide demonstrations showed 
that Chairman Liu Shao-chi's s t a t e m e n t - - w h i c h  de- 
clared that in order to support the Vietnamese people 
in winning thorough victory i n  the war of resistance 
against U.S. aggression the Chinese people were ready 
to undertake the greatest national sacrifices - -  expressed 
the unshakable will of the 700 million Chinese people. 
And the Chinese people are determined and prepared 
to do their utmost at any time and in any place to 
support the Vietnamese peqple's struggle against U.S.

Comrades and Friends, 

At a time when U.S. imperialism is intensifying 
its aggression against Vietnam, President Ho Chi Minh, 
the great leader of the Vietnamese people, has pro- 
mulgated the Partial Mobilization Order and issued an 
Appeal to the People of the Whole Country. President 
Ho Chi Minh calls on the 31 million Vietnamese people 
to unite as one, redouble their efforts, persevere in 
struggle, fear no hardships and thoroughly defeat the 
U.S. aggressors. This is a revolutionary action of great 

importance taken by the Vietnamese people who are 
upholding proletarian internationalism and patriotism 
in their great struggle against U.S. aggression and for 
national salvation. The Chinese people give it the most 
resolute support. Chairman Liu Shao-chi's statement 
and Chairman Chu Teh's message to Chairman Truong 
Chinh which have just been read give expression to 
the firm determination of the 700 million Chinese peo- 
ple to aid Vietnam against U.S. aggression. On behalf 
of the Communist Party of China and the Chinese 
Government and people, I hereby wish to pay our 
highest tribute to the fraternal Vietnamese people who 
are in the midst of the fight. 

U.S. imperialism is the sworn enemy of the Viet- 
aamese people. It has been dreaming of perpetuating 
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its forcible occupation of Vietnamese t e r r i to ry  and 
enslaving the Vietnamese people. In order  to realize 
this insensate ambition, the U.S. aggressor has resorted 
to the most barbarous  methods  of war, massacred 
hundreds  of thousands of south Vietnamese people 
and destroyed innumerable  Vietnamese cities and 
villages. Unable to win its war  of aggression in the 
south, i t  has extended the f lames of war  to the north. 
The United States has now increased its aggressor 
troops in southern Vietnam to near ly  300,000, and its 
bombing of nor thern  Vietnam has spread to Hanoi, the 
capital  of the Democrat ic  Republic of Vietnam. By 
its "war  escalation," U.S. imper ia l ism is vainly  t rying 
to compel the Vietnamese people to submit  and sur-  
render. President  Ho Chi Minh's  Appeal  to the People 
of the Whole Country gives a most powerful  answer 
to the U.S. imperial is t  policy Of war  blackmail .  

Pres ident  Ho Chi Minh has solemnly declared:  The 
U.S. imperial is ts  "may bring in 500,000 troops, one 
million or  even more to step up the war  of aggression 
in south Vietnam. They may use thousands of aircraft  
for intensified attacks against north Vietnam.  But 
never will  they be able to break the iron will  of the 
heroic Vietnamese people to fight against  U.S. aggres- 
sion, for national  salvation." "The war  may last still 
5, 10, 20 years  or longer. Hanoi, Haiphong and other 
cities, and enterprises  may be destroyed, but  the Viet- 
namese people will  not be int imidated!  Nothing is 
more precious than independence and freedom." "When 
victory day comes," the Vietnamese people "will  re- 
build our country and endow it wi th  bigger and more 
beautiful  constructions." 

President  Ho Chi Minh has also solemnly declared: 
"Let the Uni ted  States end its war  of aggression in 
Vietnam, wi thdraw from this country all U.S. and 
satellite troops, and peace will  re turn  here at once." 
"The Vietnamese people cherish peace, genuine peace, 
peace in independence and freedom, not sham peace, 
an 'American peace.' " 

These words of President Ho Chi Minh express 
the common determination of the 31 mill ion Vietnamese 
people resolutely to defeat the U.S. aggressors and 
constitute a vow of sublime heroism on the part of 
the Vietnamese people. Truculent  U.S. imperial ism has 
been badly  bat tered by the Vietnamese people and is 
now in a t ight corner. Faced with the Vietnamese 
people who fear  nei ther  h e a v e n n o r  ear th  and who 
are de termined to car ry  on a prolonged war  of resis- 
tance, U.S. imperial ism can find no way of escape from 
its fate of inevitable defeat, however  frant ical ly  it  
may  still struggle. 

Chairman Mao has said: "Historically, all reac- 
tionary forces on the verge of extinction invariably 
conduct a last desperate struggle against the revolu- 
tionary forces, and some revolutionaries are apt to be 
deluded for a t ime by this phenomenon of outward 
strength but inner weakness,  failing to grasp the 
essential fact that the enemy is nearing extinction 
while they themselves  are approaching victory." The 
bombing of Hanoi and Haiphong by the United States 

is precisely an indicat ion of its hopeless struggle. At  
this juncture,  the Vietnamese people are afraid neither 
of having their pots and pans smashed nor of making 
heavy sacrifices, but are determined to fight U.S. im- 
perialism to the end. This spirit which dares to struggle 
and dares to win victory will  definitely play the deci- 
sive role in the complete defeat of the U.S. aggressors 
by the Vietnamese people and in the achievement of 
complete victory in their struggle against U.S. aggres- 
sion and for national salvation. 

The Soviet revisionist leading clique has all along 
been playing the role of number one accomplice in the 
U.S. imperial is t  expansion of the war  of aggression 
against Vietnam. Par t icu lar ly  in the U.S. bombing of 
Hanoi and t ta iphong in pursuaace of its scheme of 
"forcing peace talks through bombing," the Soviet 
leading clique has made still  greater  efforts at co- 
ordination. While the people of the whole world are 
indignant ly  denouncing the barbarous  U.S. bombing, 
a Soviet delegate has the impudence to declare 
cynically that  U.S. bombing will not affect U.S.-Soviet 
collaborat ion and the a t ta inment  of a d isarmament  
agreement.  Fur thermore ,  the Soviet revisionist  leading 
clique has worked hard for a so-called detente in Europe 
and thus enabled U.S. imperial ism to concentrate its 
forces on its aggression against  Vietnam. This is co- 
ordinat ion with and service to U.S. imperial ism on the 
biggest scale. 

Recently, before her depar tu re  on a visit  to Moscow, 
the Indian Pr ime Minister put  "forward a so-called 
"peace" proposal  for reconvening the Geneva con- 
ference. No sooner had the Indian Prime Minister 
left  than the Bri t ish Pr ime Minister hurr iedly  arrived. 
Moscow has become the centre for helping the United 
States  in peddl ing its peace ta lks  swindle. 

The Soviet-Indian Joint Communique issued 
several  days  ago is itself an exposure of the services 
rendered to the U.S. imperialist scheme. Without  in 
any way condemning the serious crimes of the United 
States in extending its aggression .against Vietnam, 
this communique calls on "all  governments  to 
renounce the use of force," making no dist inct ion be- 
tween r ight  and wrong. This is a futi le a t tempt  to 
force the 31 mil l ion Vietnamese people to lay down 
thei r  arms and give up the war  waged by the whole 
nation against aggression in the face of the intensified 
expansion of the war  of aggression by the United States. 
To this the  heroic Vietnamese people will  never  agree. 

The communique states that  the bombing of the 
Democratic Republic of Vietnam should be stopped 
immedia te ly  and that  the solution of the problem of 
Vietnam can only be found within the f ramework  of 
the Geneva agreements  of 1954 on Indo-China.  As 
everyone knows, the  core of the Vietnam question at 
present  is absolutely not  a ma t te r  of merely  stopping 
the  bombing of the Democrat ic  Republic of Vietnam. 
To lay one-sided stress on the stopping of bombing is 
precisely to cater  to the needs of the U.S. imperial is t  
policy of blackmail.  The purpose of the U.S. bombing 
of nor thern  Vietnam is to make people beg the United 
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States to show mercy, beg it to stop the bombing, and 
accept its terms for surrender. One is trying to "force 
peace talks through bombing," while the other is saying 
that peace talks can be held once bombing is stopped. 
This is a public performance of a duet  with U.S. im- 
perialism. 

At the crucial and decisive moment of the Viet- 
namese people's war of resistance against U.S. aggres- 
sion and for national salvation, certain persons have 
gone so far as to pick up the Geneva agreements at 
the instigation of the United States to serve U.S. im- 
perialism. This is impermissible. It must be pointed 
out that U.S. imperialism long ago tore the Geneva 
agreements to shreds. The Geneva agreements met 
with boycott and sabotage from the United States at 
the very outset. It refused to sign the Geneva agree- 
ments and, moreover, took France's place in Vietnam 
and turned southern Vietnam into a U.S. base for 
aggression. Since then, the United States has broken 
the restrictions and limitations laid down in the Geneva 
agreements. In launching its war of aggression in 
southern Vietnam, U.S. imperialism has further broken 
these restrictions and limitations. Moreover, in bomb- 
ing northern Vietnam, the United States has completely 
broken the line of demarcation between southern and 
northern Vietnam. Now the U.S. bombing of the 
capital of the Democratic Republic of Vietnam spells 
the final burial of the Geneva agreements and the total 
liquidation of all the restrictions and limitations laid 
down in the Geneva agreements. 

In these circumstances, whoever still attempts to 
use the Geneva agreements to tie the hands of the 
Vietnamese people, the Chinese people and the revolu- 
tionary people of the world will never succeed! 

In these circumstances, whatever actions the Viet- 
namese peop|e, the Chinese people and the revolutionary 
people of the world may take in hitting back at the 
U.S. aggressors will be perfectly just and natural! 

In these  circumstances, the Chinese people have 
further ceased to be subject to any bounds and restric- 
tions in their support and aid to the Vietnamese people. 

The Chinese people have made up their minds and 
have made every preparation to take such actions at 
any time and in any place as the Chinese and Viet- 
namese peoples deem necessary for dealing joint blows 
at the U.S. aggressor. 

The Geneva agreements are already non-existent. 
Speaking of the Geneva agreements under the present 
circumstances, it is imperative to demand that the 
United States unconditionally withdraw its armed forces 
from Vietnam immediately, totally, thoroughly and 
completely. Otherwise, this would mean allowing the 
United States to forcibly occupy Vietnam and enslave 
the Vietnamese people. This the heroic Vietnamese 
people absolutely cannot tolerate... A resounding reply 
has already been given in President Ho Chi Minh's 
statement. 

Comrades and friends, 

China and Vietnam are two socialist countries as 
closely related as lips-and teeth, and our two peoples 
are brothers sharing weal and woe. The peoples of 
our two countries have forged a profound and militant 
friendship in their prolonged struggle against im- 
perialism. In the face of U.S. imperialism, the com- 
mon enemy of our two peoples, it is all the more im- 
possible for any force on ehrth to divide us. The trend 
of historical development has determined our uniting, 
fighting and winning victory together.

He called on compatriots and 
fighters throughout the country to unite as one man and 
resolutely defeat the U.S. aggressor-gangsters, whatever 
the sacrifices and hardships may be. His solemn and 
powerful call has evoked the patriotism, the flames of 
hatred and the revolutionary courage of the 31 mil:ion 
Vietnamese people, and has called upon us to march 
valiantly forward in this new intensive stage of our 
struggle against U.S. aggression and for national 
salvation. 

Over a certain period of time, the U.S. imperia l -  
ists have used an expedi t ionary corps of 300,000 men 
to carry out directly a sanguinary local war  in the 
southern par t  of our  country. They have conducted 
round-the-clock bombings and strafings in the north-  
ern par t  of our country with thousands of aircraft .

In the new situation, we Vietnamese people are 
confronted with only two al ternat ives:  ei ther to submit 
to the threats  of U.S. imperial ism, or to advance from 
victory to victory, to thoroughly defeat  the U.S. ag- 
gressor-gangsters  and str ive for final  victory. In his 
appeal, President Ho Chi Minh has pointed out the sole 
correct way, that is, the Vietnamese people will never 
submit to U.S. imperialism and they are determined 
to concentrate all their efforts to defeat it. President 
Ho Chi Minh said:  "Johnson and his clique should 
realize this: They may bring in 500,000 troops, one 
million or even more to step up the war of aggression 
in south Vietnam.

In the l i fe-and-death struggle, it is definitely U.S. im- 
perialism and not the Vietnamese  people who will  
have to lay down its arms and surrender. Justice is 
completely on the side of the Vietnamese people. They 
are defeating the U.S. imperialists and they wil l  never 
be cowed by the bombs of U.S. imperialism. 

As pointed out by President Ho Chi Minh: "Let 
the United States end its war  of aggression in Viet- 
nam, withdraw from this country all U.S. and satellite 
troops, and peace will return here at once. Vietnam's 
stand is clear: it is the four points of the Government  
of the Democratic  Republic of Vietnam and the f ive  
points of  the South Vietnam National  Front for Libera- 
tion. There is no alternative!" "The Vietnamese 
people cherish peace, genuine peace, peace in inde-

First of all, please allow us to convey the warmes t  
greetings of mil i tant  solidarity f rom the south Viet- 
namese people to the delegates and friends attending 
this solemn rally. 

At a t ime when  the Vietnamese people are facing 
an ext remely  serious situation as a result of U.S. im- 
perialism's policy of intensifying its wa r  of aggression 
both in the southern and nor thern  parts  of Vietnam, 
the "Appeal to the People of the Whole Country," 
issued by President Ho Chi Minh on July 17, 1966, has 
a very great significance. It is a manifesto  to save the 
country, a militant clarion call to mobil ize the 31 mil l ion 
Vietnamese people to charge forward and wipe  out the 
U.S. bandits and their lackeys, and a determined and 
resounding voice of justice. It is a most  concentrated 
expression of the iron wil l  of the entire Vietnamese 

people never to be slaves but to resolutely accomplish 
the miss ion entrusted to t h e m  by their beloved country 
to liberate the south, defend the north and reunify the 
fatherland. 

Delegates and friends, 

In their protracted revolutionary struggle, the 
south Vietnamese  people have always  responded to the 
call of President Ho Chi Minh with  brilliant victories. 
In 1945, the south Vietnamese people who had the 
honour  to be known as "the iron wall of the father-  
land" stood in the forefront  of the war  of resistance 
against  French colonialism. Responding to President 
Ho Chi Minh's  call proclaiming "we will sacrifice 
everyth ing ra ther  than  be slaves," they rose to fight 
fierce batt les against the French aggressor troops, and 
together  wi th  the  people of the whole country con- 
t r ibuted to the ear th-shaking  victory of Dien Bien Phu.

nearer  and nearer  to its doom. During the first half 
of 1966 alone, tha t  is, precisely when  the U.S. imperial-  
ists concentrated their  troops to the m a x i m u m  in an 
a t tempt  to carry  out the  decisive par t  of thei r  "dry 
season offensive" plan, the a rmy and people of south 
Vietnam fought  9,000 battles, killed, wounded and 
captured nearly 112,000 enemy troops, including more  
than  47,000 U.S. aggressor t roops and satellite troops; 
in other words, about  one-f if th of the total f igure of 
U.S. troops in south Vietnam, thus  ma k ing  the enemy 
suffer  a most  disastrous defeat.  Along wi th  the vic- 
tories in the mil i tary field, the south Vietnamese people 
have energetically carried out political struggles in the 
countryside and the cities and brought  about  an ex-  
tremely grave  poli t ical ,  crisis for the  United States 
and  its lackeys. At the beginning of Ju ly  1966, 
that  is, af ter  the U.S. bandits  bombed the suburbs  of 
Hanoi and Haiphong, the a rmy and people of south 
Vietnam, wi th  great  indignation, dealt shat ter ing blows 
to the U.S. bandits and their  lackeys, f i rmly seeing to 
it that  they pay  their  blood debt. Such blows in- 
clude the repeated at tacks on the enemy on Highway 
No. 13, the at tack on the  enemy's  airfield at  Can Tho 
and the recent  a t tack on the U.S. marines  a t  Quang 
Tri, etc. 

The victories won by the a rmy and people of south 
Vietnam have  eloquently proved  that  the political and 
mil i tary lines pursued by the South Vietnam National 
Front  for Liberation and the strategic and tactical 
guidance given by  it are completely correct. We have 
won and are winning more  victories. We will certainly 
defeat the aggressive political and mil i tary lines of U.S. 
imperialism and its s t ra tegy and tactics of local war.  
The victories w o n  by the army and people of south 
Vietnam have also proved that people's war  is invin-  
cible; it can undoubtedly defeat the  U.S. imperialist 
aggressors and their lackeys.

Although U.S. imperial ism is t ry ing every means 
to save itself f rom defeat  by stepping up its prepara-  
tions for dispatching more  troops and sending more  
war  mater ia ls  into south Vie tnam to fur ther  expand 
the war  and by  intensifying-its bombing of the nor thern  
part  of Vietnam and committ ing the most  barbarous  
crimes which arouse the indignation of all  people of  
good-will throughout  the world;  al though U.S. imperial-  
ism has been incessantly clamouring sheer nonsense 
about "peace talks" and "unconditional discussions," 
etc., and directing its followers l ike Wilson, Sato, Tito, 
etc., to run  about the world, peddling the U.S. "peace" 
fraud with  the aim of covering up  its crimes; al though 
they have f lagrant ly bombed Hanoi and Haiphong in 
an a t tempt  to exer t  "pressure" upon and force the 
Vietnamese people to come to the conference table and 
carry on talks in accordance with  their  absurd condi- 
tions; U.S. imperial ism and its lackeys can int imidate 
and deceive no one. I f  U.S. imperial ism really wants  
to settle the Vietnam question, it must  accept the  four-  

point stand of the Government  of the Democratic Re- 
public of Vie tnam and the f ive-par t  s ta tement  of the 
South Vietnam National Front  for Liberation and prove 
its intention wi th  concrete deeds. Apar t  f rom this, 
there is no other  way  out. As pointed out by the South 
Vietnam National Front  for  Liberation in its s tatement 
of March 22, 1965, "The south Vietnamese people and 
their  a rmed forces are  resolved never  to relax their 
hold on their  arms so long as they  have  not reached 
their  goals: independence, democracy, peace and neu- 
trality. The  south Vietnamese people are determined 
to continue dealing hammer ing  blows at  the U.S.

Comrades and Friends: 

At this grand rally in support of the Vietnamese 
people's struggle against U.S. aggression and for na- 
tional salvation attended by one million people of all 
circles of Peking, I solemnly  express on behalf of  all 
mass organizations and all democratic parties and non-  
party democrats our wholehearted and resolute sup- 
port for Chairman Liu Shao-chi's s tatement  and 
Chairman Chu Teh's message to Truong Chinh, Chair- 
man of the Standing Committee  of  the National  
Assembly of the D.R.V., made public today at this rally, 
which fully expressed the 700 mill ion Chinese people's 
determination to aid Vietnam in resisting U.S. aggres- 
sion! The "Appeal to the People  of the Whole Coun- 
try" of President Ho Chi Minh of the Democratic  Re- 
public of Vietnam and his order for partial mobil izat ion 
of reserve officers and armymen,  based on the decision 
of the Standing Committee  of  the NationaI Assembly of 
the D.E.V., express the iron will  of  the Vietnamese  peo- 
ple to carry through the struggle against U.S. aggres- 
sion and for national salvation to the end.

phong. This is a sheer daydream! President Ho Chi 
Minh solemnly declared or~ July 17 that the U.S. im- 
perialists "may bring in 500,000 troops, one million or  
even more to step up the war  of aggression in south 
Vietnam. They may use thousands of aircraft for inten- 
sifted attacks against north Vietnam. But never will 

they be able to break the iron will of the heroic Viet- 
namese people to fight against U.S. aggression, for na- 
tional salvation." "The Vietnamese people will not be 
intimidated! Nothing is more precious than indepen- 
dence and freedom." This majestic avowal  on behalf 
of the 31 mill ion people of Vietnam expresses the noble 
spirit of the whole  heroic Vietnamese  nation which is 
determined to fight and win. We warmly  hail the iron 
will  and determination of the Vietnamese  people to 
fight against U.S. aggression and for national salva- 
tion. 

As pointed out  by Chairman Mao Tse-tung: im- 
perialism and all reactionaries are paper tigers. Re- 
cently, U.S. imperialism" has increased its forces of 
aggression in south Vietnam to nearly 300,000 men and 
stepped up its wanton bombings. Yet in spite of all 
this U.S. imperialism still meets with one defeat after 
another. The U.S. aggressors are sinking deeper and 
deeper in the vast ocean of people's war  in Vietnam 
and more and more of their effective combat forces 
have been annihilated. More than 60,000 U.S. aggres- 
sor troops in south Vietnam were wiped out in the 
past year and a half, of which over 40,000 were put 
out of action in the first half of this year. More than 
1,200 U.S. gangster planes have been downed in the 
north. Facts have proved that the larger the scale 
of the U.S. imperialist aggressive war against Vietnam, 
the more disastrous is its defeat. Chairman Mao tells 
us: "Make trouble, fail, make  trouble again, fail 
again . . . till their doom; that is the logic of the im- 
perialists and all reactionaries the world over in deal- 
ing with the people's cause, and they will  never go 
against this logic." It is our f irm conviction that, in 
the sea of f lames of people's war, U.S. imperialism 
will  surely be destroyed and the Vietnamese people 
emerge victorious. 

The revisionist leading clique of the Soviet Union 
is playing the role of chief accomplice in the U.S. Gov- 
ernment 's  criminal manoeuvres of "forcing peace talks 
through bombing." After the U.S. imperialist bombing 
of Hanoi and Haiphong, a spokesman of the U.S. State 
Department openly declared that the United States 
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had informed in advance "various key  interested gov- 
ernments ,"  including the  Soviet Union, of its decision 
to bomb Hanoi and Haiphong. Dean Rusk also openly 
demanded that  the Soviet leading clique "get  busy and 
s tar t  helping us [the United States] make  some peace 
out there."  And as a mat te r  of fact, the Soviet leading 
clique did "get  busy," and let Moscow serve as a black 
marke t  for  the U.S. type of peace fraud. The Soviet 
revisionist leading clique had the impudence to 
declare cynically tha t  the U.S. bombing of Hanoi 
and Haiphong would not affect U.S.-Soviet collabora- 
tion and the reaching of an agreement  on disarmament .  
The revisionist leading clique of the Soviet Union has 
never  stopped t rying to subordinate the question of 
Vietnam to U.S.-Soviet collaboration and has been 
working consistently in the interest  of U.S. imperial-  
ism. All this invar iably makes  it  a ta rget  of struggle 
by the  anti-U.S, international  united front.  As facts 
have shown us, to oppose imperialism, w e  must  oppose 
revisionism and, in the raging struggle against U.S. 
imperialism, w e  will  never take  any "united action" 
with the accomplice of U.S. imperialism. 

China and Vietnam are neighbours as closely re- 
lated as lips and teeth and are the dearest  brothers.  
Our 700 million Chinese people are the  most  reliable 
comrades- in-arms and supporters  of the Vietnamese 
people. The vast  expanse of our country  is the great  
and most effective rear  for  the  Vietnamese people. 
No mat te r  how hard  the U.S. imperialists, the reac- 
tionaries of various countries and the modern  revision- 
ists, with the leadership of the Soviet Communis t  Pa r ty  
as their  centre, t ry  to undermine  the relationship and 

sow seeds of dissension between the peoples of 
Vietnam and China, vainly a t tempt ing to disrupt their 
mil i tant  fr iendship and sabotage the struggle of 
the Vietnamese people against U.S. aggression and 
for national  salvation, the march of history determines 
tha t  the peoples of  China and Vietnam mus t  unite 
together, f ight  together,  and win victory together .

in its war  of aggression in Vietnam, U.S. imperialism 
has, on the one hand, frantically "escalated" the war  
and conducted war blackmail and, on the other, again 
invoked the Geneva agreements which it has long ago 
torn to shreds in order to spread the "peace talks" 
smokescreen and cast a bait. It fondly hopes that  by 
this manoeuvre it could deceive world opinion, tie the 
hands of the Vietnamese people in persevering in their 
war effort to resist U.S. aggression and save their 
country, and tie the hands of the Chinese people and 
the revolutionary people of all other countries in ex- 
tending assistance to the Vietnamese people. 

This is a big U.S. imperialist swindle and con- 
spiracy. It  must be thoroughly exposed. 

U.S. imperialism cannot save itself by clinging to 
this straw. The Geneva agreements are already non- 
existent. It is U.S. imperialism itself, and nobody else, 
that has torn the Geneva agreements to pieces. 

Twelve years ago, when agreement was reached at 
the first Geneva Conference, U.S. imperialism refused 
to sign it. Soon afterwards it took the place of the 
French colonialists in south Vietnam and put up a 
puppet government under  complete U.S. control. Since 
then the restrictions and limitations laid clown in the 
Geneva agreements have in fact been broken. 

Not long afterwards, U.S. imperialism launched a 
war of aggression in south Vietnam, massacred hundreds 
of thousands of Vietnamese people in cold blood and 
wrecked the Geneva agreements completely. 

Since 1962 U.S. imperialism has spread the flames 
of its war  of aggression from south Vietnam to north 

Vietnam. This has further  broken the line of demarca- 
tion between south and north  Vietnam. 

Recently, disregarding the repeated warnings of 
the Vietnamese people, the Chinese people and the 
other revolutionary people of the world, U.S. imperial- 
ism has gone further  by flagrantly bombing the 
capital of the Democratic Republic of Vietnam. This 
spells the total liquidation of all the restrictions and 
limitations laid clown in the Geneva agreements. 

Facts are crystal clear that it is the United States 
itself which has torn the Geneva agreements to shreds 
and broken the boundaries of war. In such circum- 
stances, it is the sacred right of the 31 million Viet- 
namese people to conduct their war  of resistance 
against U.S. aggression and for national salvation in 
all forms they choose, and they absolutely will no 
longer be bound by any restrictions and limitations. 

The Chinese people have always held that a con- 
ference table can never bring the oppressed nations a 
new world of independence and freedom, nor can an 
international agreement guarantee the oppressed nations 
a new life of liberation and happiness. The war flames 
of expanded U.S. imperialist aggression have already 
reduced the Geneva agreements to ashes. Under such 
circumstances, the Chinese people and all other revolu- 
t ionary people  of the world are naturally still less 
restricted and bound in their rendering of support  and 
assistance to the Vietnamese people. 

The Johnson Administration has recently talked 
much about U.S. readiness to settle the Vietnam ques- 
tion "on the basis of the Geneva agreements." Taking 
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"united action" wi th  U.S. imperialism, the Soviet revi-  
sionist leading clique has staged a farce of "forcing 
peace talks through bombing." Mrs. Indira  Gandhi 
of India, Harold Wilson of Britain, Eisaku Sato of 
Japan  and Tito of Yugoslavia have  all been active on 
the stage. What  kind of a role have these persons 
played in U.S. imperial ism's  counter-revolut ionary dual 
tactics and what  funct ion have  they  performed? The 
Vietnamese paper  Nhan Dan correctly pointed out 
that  " the persons who are catering to the wishes of the 
U.S. are not contributing to the solution of the Viet- 
nam question but are making  the question more  com- 
plicated and therefore  they are  playing the role of 
gangsters '  accomplices." 

We have always denounced the national chauvinism 
and national egoism as practised by the Soviet revi-

From the Masses, to the Masses 
C OMRADE Mao Tse-tung has said: "In all the prac- 

tical work of our Party,  all correct leadership is 
necessarily ' f rom the masses, to the masses' ." This also 
holds good for the work  of the proletar ian cultural rev-  
olution. 

Wherever  a unit  has done its work  well in the 
movement  of the cultural revolution, that  is because 
the leaders there, acting on the teachings of Comrade 
Mao Tse-tung, have  marched in the van of the move-  
ment, boldly mobilized the masses, boldly encouraged 
them tO put  up big-character  posters, air their  opinions 
without  reservat ion and hold great  debates, and led 
them into the bat t le  to sweep away  all the monsters  
and demons. 

Such good leaders have been able to serve first  as  
the pupils of the masses before they serve as their  
teachers. 

They have been able to listen, observe, and think 
a good deal and pay a good deal of at tention to the 
views of the masses. 

They have dared t o  "draw f ire"  on themselves  
by calling for exposure and criticism of their  shortcom- 
ings and mistakes in their  work. 

They welcomed the big-character  posters put 
up by  the masses tha t  expose and criticize them, and 
thus showed a fine communist  style. 

In this way, they have won the confidence of the 
masses, and, in their  work, gained the initiative, the 
r ight  to speak out and the r ight  to lead; therefore they 
are able to guide the movemen t  successfully. 

But  some other people occupying leading posts in 
their  units have not  been acting like this, but  ra ther  
like the proverbial  Lord S h e h  who claimed to be fond 
of dragons but  in fact  was morta l ly  afraid of them. 
They have talked about  the mass line b u t  they took 
fr ight  as soon as the masses were  really roused. They 
are afraid of this and that,  fearing that  they themselv.es 
will be caught by  the revolut ionary flames lit by the 
masses and that  the masses will seize on their  short-  
comings and mistakes. In fact, as long as comrades 
who have committed ordinary mistakes dare to take 
their  shortcomings and mistakes seriously, are sincere 
and earnest  in their  self-criticism, modestly accept the 
criticism of the masses, and show by deeds their  de- 
terminat ion and willingness to correct their  mistakes; 
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the masses will understand and excuse them and will 
also welcome them doing so. 

Then there are a handful of other  people who have 
adopted the attitude of bureaucratic overlords towards 
the masses and placed themselves above the masses. 
They utterly refuse to listen to the opinions of the 
masses. When the masses put  out a few big-character 
posters criticizing them, they could not bear it. They 
even sought various pretexts to suppress the mass 
movement and retaliate against the ma.~ses in revenge. 
Acting in this way, they cannot lead the cultural rev- 
olution and cannot muddle on like this. In consequence, 
the masses will discard them. 

Comrade Mao Tse-tung has said: "Every one of our  
cadres, be his post high or low, is a servant of the peo- 
ple. Everything we do is in the service of the people." 

It is absolutely impermissible for Communist  Par ty  
members to take the attitude of bourgeois overlords 
towards the masses. The great proletarian cultural rev- 
olution is precisely a revolution against bourgeois over- 
lords. If a Communist  does not learn modestly from 
the masses but adopts the att i tude of a bureaucrat  
towards them, in what sense is he a Communist7 This 
is absolutely contrary to the Communist  Par ty  style of 
work, it is the Kuomintang style of work. 

Back in Yenan Comrade Mao Tse-tung said that  it 
was necessary to distinguish between the Communist  
Party 's  style of work and that of the Kuomintang. Our 
Communist  Par ty  style is to have close links with the 
masses, learn from them and wholeheartedly serve the 
people, and, just as we wash our faces or sweep the 
floor every day, to undertake constant self-criticism of 
our own shortcomings and mistakes. The Kuomintang 
style is to divorce oneself from the masses, lord it over 
them and bully them. 

Comrade Mao Tse-tung has said that Communist  
Par ty  members absolutely cannot retain the Kuomin-  
tang style of work and preserve the dust of bureaucrat-  
ism and warlordism. 

The overwhelming majority of the Communist 
Par ty  members are able to draw the distinction between 
the Communist  Par ty  style of work and the Kuomin- 
tang style of work. However, some are able to do so 
only at certain times and not at other times, or only on 
some questions and not on others. It is a most. danger- 
ous thing for a Communist  Par ty  member to be unable 
to see the line that divides the Communist Par ty  style 
from that of the Kuomintang, for he will find himself 
standing on the wrong side of the line and in opposi- 
tion to the revolutionary mass movement. 

No revolutionary road is straight and smooth; it 
always has twists and turns and ups and downs. The 
great proletarian cultural revolution, such a great rev- 
olution that touches the people to their souls and such 
an extremely sharp, complex and deep-going class 
struggle, will inevitably have certain shortcomings an~t 
mistakes and certain twists in the course of this move- 
ment. The question is that  we should spare no efforts 
to do a still better job in leading the movement, ensure 
the movement to develop in a still healthier way, and 
strive to have fewer mistakes and twists. 

Can the movement  be led in a better way? Cer- 
tainly it can. This calls for the thorough implementa- 
tion of the Par ty 's  mass line put forward by Comrade 
Mao Tse-tung and the persistent carrying out of the 
line of boldly mobilizing the masses. 

The great proletarian, cultural revolution is de- 
veloping with such speed and force that many people 
find themselves insufficiently prepared ideologically.

g o i n g  deeper  and  deve lop ing  st i l l  more  hea l th i ly .  

Great Cultural Revolution Gives Mighty Impetus 
To Industry 

With  a pen  in one hand  and  a h a m m e r  in the  
o ther  and  high mora le ,  the  b road  masses  of w o r k e r s  
and s taff  m e m b e r s  a re  d e t e r m i n e d  to use  the  inv inc ib le  
thought  of Mao Tse - tung  as the i r  w e a p o n  in r e so lu t e ly  
ca r ry ing  t h rough  to the  end  the  g r e a t  p r o l e t a r i a n  cul-  
tu ra l  r evo lu t ion  which  affects  the  des t iny  and  f u t u r e  
of our  P a r t y  and our  coun t ry  as wel l  as the  des t iny  and  
fu tu re  of the  wor ld  revo lu t ion .  At  the  same t ime,  t hey  
are d e t e r m i n e d  to deve lop  p roduc t ion  which  concerns  
China ' s  social is t  cons t ruc t ion ,  i ndus t r i a l  and  agr i cu l -  
tura l  p roduc t ion  and  the  people ' s  l ive l ihood  in both  
the u r b a n  and  r u r a l  areas.  They  a re  d e t e r m i n e d  to do 
all they  can to enab le  Shangha i ,  an  old indus t r i a l  base,  
to m a k e  stil l  g r ea t e r  con t r ibu t ions  to the  coun t ry  du r -  
ing the  Th i rd  F i v e - Y e a r  Plan.  

Shangha i ' s  i ndus t r i a l  s i tua t ion  was  exce l l en t  in 
the  f i r s t  s ix mon ths  of 1966. By the end  of June ,  
showing a cons iderab le  increase  over  the  same per iod  
of las t  year ,  the  agg rega t e  va lue  of i ndus t r i a l  ou tpu t  
a m o u n t e d  to 51 per  cent  of the  t a rge t  for  1966. This  
r i se  in the  c i ty ' s  i ndus t r i a l  p roduc t ion  was  s t eady  and  
sus ta ined.  The ou tpu t  of m a j o r  p roduc ts  essen t ia l  to 
the  nat ion,  such as steel,  fo rg ings  and ro l led  stock, 
m e t a l - c u t t i n g  mach ine  tools, t h r e e - w h e e l e d  m o t o r  vans ,  
wa lk ing  t ractors ,  chemica l  fer t i l izers ,  insect icides,  p las-  
tics, dyestuffs ,  cot ton ya rn ,  p a p e r  and  ca rdboard ,  all 
increased  cons iderab ly ,  some by more  t han  100 per  cent. 
The s t anda rds  o f  qua l i t y  of the  o v e r w h e l m i n g  m a j o r i t y  
of m a j o r  p roduc ts  were  m a i n t a i n e d  and,  in some cases, 
showed fu r t he r  i m p r o v e m e n t  c o m p a r e d  wi th  the  las t  
and  best  q u a r t e r  of 1965. A n u m b e r  of i m p o r t a n t  new 
produc ts  were  developed.  G r e a t e r  p rof i t s  were  h a n d e d  
over  to the  state.  Costs were  cur ta i led ,  and  exce l l en t  
resu l t s  were  ach ieved  in economizing  coal, t imber ,  
e lec t r ic  power ,  me ta l s  and  chemicals .  Al l  th is  is elo-  
quent  proof  tha t  r evo lu t ion  p romotes  p roduc t ion  and 
a t r emendous  m a t e r i a l  force is g e n e r a t e d  once the  
masses  of worke r s  a re  i m b u e d  wi th  Mao Tse - tung ' s  
though t  th rough  the i r  c rea t ive  s tudy  and  app l i ca t ion  of 
his works .  The g rea t  p r o l e t a r i a n  cu l tu ra l  r evo lu t ion  
is swi f t ly  and v igorous ly  p r o m o t i n g  the  f u r t h e r  r evo -  
lu t ion iza t ion  of w o r k e r s  and  s taff  m e m b e r s  and g iv ing  
a p o w e r f u l  impe tu s  to the  leap f o r w a r d  of i ndus t r i a l  
product ion .  

Ever  since the  beg inn ing  of this  year ,  Shangha i  
worke r s  and  s taff  m e m b e r s  have  shown a s t ronger  
desire  than ever  before  to s tudy  and  a p p l y  C h a i r m a n  
Mao 's  works  c rea t ive ly ;  t he i r  e n t h u s i a s m  has  soared  to 
an unp receden t ed  height ,  and  t hey  have  ca r r i ed  on 
the i r  s tudies  on a scale u n k n o w n  in the  past .  In  the  
g rea t  p r o l e t a r i a n  cu l tu ra l  revolu t ion ,  t h e y  have  been  
us ing Mao Tse - tung ' s  though t  as the  sha rpes t  and  mos t  
power fu l  weapon  for  sweep ing  a w a y  al l  mons ters ,  com-  
ba t ing  al l  r e p r e s e n t a t i v e s  of the  bourgeois ie ,  and  dea l -  
ing power fu l  b lows  at  old ideologies,  old cul ture ,  old 
cus toms and  old habi ts .

sha'c~les t h a t  once helcl the  masses '  r e v o l u t i o n a r y  
en thus i a sm in check. Al l  ill  w i n d s  and  evi l  t r ends  re-  
ceived a c rush ing  blow, and  a r e v o l u t i o n a r y  sp i r i t  p re -  
varied. Al l  th is  has  become an  i m m e n s e  force  impe l l ing  
p roduc t ion  fo rward .  A m o n g  the  m a j o r  new produc ts  
deve loped  a re  m a n y  tha t  a r e  up  to the  wor ld  technolog-  
ical s t a n d a r d s  of t h e  1960s. So lu t ions  we re  found  to 
a n u m b e r  of l ong - s t and ing  p r o b l e m s  af fec t ing  qual i ty .  
More  new technologica l  processes,  mater ia l s ,  tech-  
niques,  e q u i p m e n t  and des igns  have  been  app l i ed  in 
p roduc t ion  t han  ever  before  and  the  t ime  t a k e n  to pu t  
t hem into  ope ra t ion  has  been  shor tened .  Cer t a in  long-  
s t and ing  p r o b l e m s  tha t  concern  the  v i t a l  in te res t s  of 
the  masses  have  been  solved in a m a t t e r  of days.  Blos-  
soming  out  in the  g r e a t  p r o l e t a r i a n  cu l tu ra l  revolu t ion ,  
the  t r e m e n d o u s  r e v o l u t i o n a r y  sp i r i t  of the  masses  of 
w o r k e r s  and  s taff  m e m b e r s  a r m e d  wi th  Mao Tse - tung ' s  
t hough t  is r a p i d l y  chang ing  the  f ea tu re s  of i ndus t r i a l  
p roduc t ion  in Shangha i .  W o r k e r s  and  s taff  m e m b e r s  
a re  capable  of c r ea t ing  e v e r y  necessa ry  p re requ is i t e ,  
s u r m o u n t i n g  e v e r y  c o n c e i v a b l e  d i f f icu l ty  and  doing 
e v e r y t h i n g  well.  

A concei ted,  do -no th ing  a t t i t u d e  wi th  r ega rd  to 
i m p r o v i n g  qua l i t y  and  deve lop ing  new produc t s  came 
u n d e r  h e a v y  f ire.  The  o v e r w h e l m i n g  p ropor t ion  of 
Shangha i ' s  i ndus t r i a l  p roduc ts  a re  now up to or surpass  
the  s t i pu l a t ed  qua l i t y  s t andards .  Sinc~ the  beg inn ing  
of this  year ,  w o r k e r s  and  s ta f f  m e m b e r s  of m a n y  fac-  
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tories have been setting themselves still stricter stand- 
ards and aiming at still higher goals. They have been 
constantly studying where they lagged behind domestic 
and world levels, users' requirements and the lat- 
est results of scientific research. Recently the quality 
of such important  products as 25,000 kw. turbo-gener- 
ators, electronic potentiometers, motors for sedans, 
submersible electric pumps for farm use, dimethoate 
and fibre boards has risen to a new, higher level. 

When certain paper, rubber and textile mills were 
unfavourably affected by changes in raw materials 
supply, their workers and staff members studied Chair- 
man Mao's essay On Contradiction and his exposition 
there of the transformation of the two aspects of a 
contradiction into their opposites. With this, they set 
out to turn unfavourable factors into favourable ones. 
In this spirit, regarding raw materials of poorer quality 
as offering an excellent opportunity for improving 
their techniques, they instituted an energetic search to 
discover the laws governing production with new raw 
materials. Within a fairly short period, they overcame 
the difficulties involved and succeeded in producing 
up-to-standard products from lower-grade raw mate- 
rials. 

Developing Technology According to 
Mao Tse-tung's Thought 

In the current great proletarian cultural revolu- 
tion, the broad masses of workers and staff members, 
using Mao Tse-tung's thought as their weapon, have 
shattered the arrogance of the bourgeois technical 
"specialists" and "authorities" and deprived them of 
their power. Their revolutionary initiative and revolu- 
tionary spirit of daring to compete With tlhe best in 
world technology have been brought into still fuller 
play, and they have become more confident than ever 
in their ability to catch up with and surpass all the 
most advanced scientific and technological levels. An 
analysis of 264 new products developed by 58 machine- 
building plants and power equipment and meter and 
instrument works shows that over 90 per cent of these 
items are either original designs or have many novel 
features incorporated in them. This is a far greater 
percentage than that achieved last year. It testifies to 
t h e  fact that  the Shanghai working class, armed with 
the great Mao Tse- tung 's  thought, are true, thorough- 
going revolutionaries who are fearless in daring to 
destroy the old and create the new. They have ended 
the  situation in which bourgeois technical "authorities" 
and "specialists" dominated the field of science and 
technology, and they are in the van in scaling the 
heights of world technology. By their own practice 
they have opened up a broad road for developing 
technology in accordance with Mao Tse-tung's thought. 

The workers have done things which bourgeois 
technical "specialists" lacked the courage to do and 
have achieved what bourgeois technical "authorities" 
failed to achieve. Having dethroned the bourgeois 
technical "authorities" and "specialists," the young 
technicians and workers themselves have taken over 
their burdens of responsibility. More and more work- 

ers have been taking a direct part  in product design- 
ing. Some factories have invited workers to become 
spare-time designers and others have transferred pro- 
duction workers to designing teams. These new work- 
er-designers, bearing in mind the trust reposed in 
them by their class and full of working-class feeling, 
have studied extracts of Chairman Mao's works and 
his philosophical works On Practice and On Contradic- 
tion again and again. Using Mao Tse-tung's thought as 
their weapon, they have toppled foreign dogmas and 
stereotypes, and been persistent in practice and in 
scientific experiments. As a result, the new products 
they have designed are distinctively Chinese in char- 
acter. This year the Shanghai Oil Refinery has been 
assigned to develop 36 types of new products, 26 of" 
which had already been developed in the first six 
months of the year. 

Running Industry According to 
Mao Tse-tung's Thought 

Industrial enterprises in Shanghai, during the great 
proletarian cultural revolution, have become more 
resolute in following the line of running industry in 
accordance with Mao Tse-tung's thought. In the first 
half of 1966, workers and staff members were more 
conscientious than ever before in firmly putting Mao 
Tse-tung's  thought in command, and giving top priority 
to the needs of the nation and the people. Workers and 
staff members  in some enterprises have begun to criti- 
cize and repudiate the whole set of reactionary, revi- 
sionist fallacies advocated by Sun Yeh-fang and com- 
pany* o f  putting profits and money in command. In 
this way they have become more clear-sighted: Since 
the beginning of this year, the broad masses of workers 
and staff members have, more conscientiously than 
ever before, adhered to the principle of giving first 
importance to quality and seeking greater, faster, and 
more economical results on that  basis. They are deeply 
convinced that whether or not an enterprise upholds 
the principle of giving first importance to quality is an 
important indication whether it is run according to 
socialist or capitalist ideas of industrial management, 
and that this represents a sharp struggle between two 
roads of running indus t ry - -accord ing  to Mao Tse- 
tung's thought or according to bourgeois ideas. The 
principle of giving first importance to quality must be 
adhered to at all times. Good quality m e a n s  t h e  great- 
est economy. When quality and variety come into 
conflict with quantity and a choice has to be made one 
way or the other, first consideration should go to qual- 
ity and variety. When quality and variety conflict 
with economy, the latter must yield to the former. In 
managing production every enterprise must start from 
the needs of the nation and the people, constantly devel- 
op its own potential, energetically increase the output 
of those major products essential to the nation, and 
work to complete those key projects designed to catch 
up with and surpass advanced levels.

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Shanghai is, at the present time, on the crest of a 
high tide in the great proletarian cultural revolution. 
It is witnessing a new upsurge in industrial produc- 
tion. All indications are that in order to press the 
great proletarian cultural revolution through to the 
end and to carry the new industrial high tide to a new 
crest, the key lies in further creative study and appli- 
cation of Chairman Mao's works. In the course of the 
class struggle, the struggle for production and scientific 
experiment, the broad masses of workers and staff 
members have come to understand in an ever more 
profound way that Mao Tse-tung's thought is the acme 
of Marxism-Leninism in the present era; it is living 
Marxism-Leninism at its highest; it reflects the objec- 
tive ]aws of the domestic and international class strug- 
gle; and it reflects the fundamental  interests of the pro- 
letariat, of the working people.

a model in taking the writings of Chairman Mao as 
his supreme guide. People hail him as "a fine soldier 
educated by Chairman Mao." The people of Kiamusze, 
where he laid down his life, speak of him as "a Lei 
Feng, a Wang Chieh, whose heroism we ourselves 
witnessed." 

March 15 this year saw the northeastern city of 
Kiamusze, Heilungkiang Province, in the grip of icy 
winter. That morning, as 21-year-old Liu Ying-chun 
and his comrades were driving three gun-carriages 
along a highway through the suburbs on a training 
raission, Liu Ying-chun's shaft horse was startled b y  
the horn of a bus at  a nearby stop. It panicked, bolted, 
turned back and ran. People were coming and going 
on the street; children were on their way to school and 
workers were on their way  to work. Liu Ying-chun, 
with great presence of mind, shouldered the frightened 
horse into a side road to prevent it from running into 
the people on the road. The horse careened down the 
snow-lined road with Liu Ying-chun hanging on to 
the reins. He was virtually being dragged along the 
slippery road. People shouted to him to let go the 
reins, but Liu Ying-chun, seeing a group of six children 
standing frozen with fear a little way further down 
the road, shouted back: "I can't!" The children were in 
mortal danger. People saw Liu Ying-chun wind the 
reins about his arm and pull with all his might. The 
horse reared: Utterly disregarding his own danger, 
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Liu Ying-chun grasped the shaft of 
the gun-carr iage and gave the horse's 
hind legs a vigorous kick. The horse 
fell. The carriage over turned on top 
of Liu Ying-chun. The six children 
were unharmed but  Liu Ying-chun 
was seriously injured.  

Yang Shu-min, woman head of a 
local residents '  committee, and other 
bystanders  who witnessed this act of 
heroism were deeply moved. They 
rushed to his side and hurr ied  him to 
the nearest  hospital.  People who had 
been wait ing for buses, workers  going 
to work and children going to school 
all forgot to go on their  way;  they 
gathered outside the hospital  filled 
with concern. They asked: "Who is 
he?" "What is his name?" Yang Shu- 
min replied with tears  in her eyes:" 
"He is our brother!"  

Hundreds  of citizens and soldiers stood wai t ing 
outside the hospital.  They volunteered to donate blood 
to save this hero. They said: "He must  be saved!" 

Inside the operat ing room, a tense bat t le  was being 
fought for  the life of Liu Ying-chun. Ambulances 
from other hospitals hurr ied  over with plasma, oxygen 
and medicines. More than th i r ty  leading comrades and 
doctors from other Kiamusze hospitals quickly arr ived 
one af ter  the other. For  three hours and more they did 
all they could for Liu Ying-chun. But his injuries  were  
too grave. He was beyond saving. The crowds outside 
refused to leave when they heard the news. Surgeon 
Chu Yun-sheng continued feeling for the beat  of Liu 
¥ ing-chun 's  pulse. "Such a hero cannot die," he said 
with emotion.

and actions cont rary  to it. He took 
Lei Feng and Wang Chieh as his 
models and whatever  Chairman Mao 
said, he did. He served the people 
hear t  and soul. He once wrote  in a 
le t ter :  "Whether  a man lives a long or 
a short  life, if he dies for  the Par ty ' s  
magnif icent  cause of communism, h e  

dies with infini te glory, he dies worth-  
ily. If Lei Feng could do it, so can I. 
Believe me I can. I repeat  a hundred 
t imes over, I can." He dear ly  loved 
the people and performed many  serv -  

ices for  the local workers  and resi- 
dents. There was a deep class feeling 
in his relat ions with the masses, but  
ve ry  few whom he helped knew his 
name, unti l  his por t ra i t  appeared in 
the papers  after  his death. The people 
loved this hero from the bottom of 
their  hearts  and said of him: "He 

real ly served the people wholeheartedly."  "He really 
filled his mind with Mao Tse-tung's thought and en- 
graved it in his heart ."  

Homage to a Hero 

After  his death, a great  memoria l  meeting was held, 
a t tended by all sections of the people of the Hokiang 
area and Kiamusze city. Representat ives of the people 
of Kiamusze called on the mother  of the hero, 

Son of Poor Peasants 

Liu Ying-chun was the son of a poor peasant  
family living on the outskir ts  of Changchun city in 
neighbouring Kirin Province. Animated  with a deep 
hat red  of the class enemy and a great  determinat ion 
to defend the motherland,  he joined the P.L.A. in the 
summer of 1962, at the t ime when the Chiang Kai-shek 
brigands were making a raucous clamour about invad-  
ing the mainland.  His love for the Communist  Pa r ty  
and Chairman Mao and for socialism was unbounded.  
In the army, he worked hard and conscientiously to 
s tudy and apply  Chairman Mao's works creatively.

D URING the past fortnight, calls to learn from 
Liu Ying-chun have gone out to the nation's 

workers, peasants, P.L.A. fighters and people on all 
fronts from the General Political Department of the 
Chinese People's Liberation Army, the Northeast 
China, East China Bureaux and other bureaux of the 
Central Committee of the Chinese Communist Party, 
the political departments of industry and transport, 
agriculture and forestry, finance and trade and other 
fields under the Party's Central Committee, a n d  a 
number of government and people's organizations. 
The nation's press has published editorials and devoted 
much space to reports on Ltu Ying-chun's life and 
activities. 

In its directive, the P.L.A.'s General Political De- 
partment pointed out that Liu Ying-chun is another 
hero of the Ouyang Hai type from the P.L.A., another 
great communist fighter of our time like L e i  Feng 
and Wang Chieh.

C OMRADE Liu Ying-chun, a soldier in an artillery 
company in one of the Chinese People's Liberation 

Army units under the Shenyang command, heroically 
sacrificed his own life to protect the lives of the peo- 
ple. He was another hero of the Ouyang Hai type of 
the People 's  Liberation Army, another great commu- 
nist fighter of our time like Lei Feng and Wang Chieh. 

Comrade Liu Ying-chun was the son of a poor 
peasant family. Like millions of young people in our 
country who come from working class and poor and 
lower-middle peasant families, his love for our great 
Party and our great leader  Chairman Mao Tse-tung 
was unbounded. After he enlisted in the army, he crea- 
tive.ly studied and applied Chairman Mao's works ,in 
enthusiastic response to the .call. of the Military Com- 
mission of the Central Committee of the Chinese Com- 
munist Par ty  and Comrade Lin Piao. Nurtured on Mao 
Tse-tung's thought, he rapidly matured in the process 
of being tempered in the revolutionary struggle. By 
the heroic sacrifice of his life Comrade Liu Ying-chun 
provided fresh proof that people armed with Mao Tse- 
tung's thought possess the loftiest ideological qualities 
and are able to stand the severest tests. 

Comrade Liu Ying-chun truly took Chairman Mao's 
works as his supreme guide. He energetically studied 
this supreme guide, faithfully carried it out, enthusias- 
tically propagated it and courageously defended it. This 
is what is most worth learning from Comrade Liu Ying- 
chun. 

Chairman Mao has taught us: Never forget the 
class struggle. Comrade Liu Ying-chun firmly remem- 
bered this instruction. Study of Chairman Mao's works, 
he said, "enables me to understand who are our ene- 
mies and who are our f r i e n d s -  a question of the first 
importance for the revolution. I t-also enables me to 
understand the class struggle, the proletarian revolu- 
tion, the dictatorship of the proletariat ,  and commu- 
nism." Important  events in the class struggle both at 
home and abroad were of deep concern to him. H e

He maintained a firm stand, drew a clear 
distinction between what he loved and what he hated, 
cherished the sentiments of a class brother for his 
comrades and the people and had an inveterate hatred 
for the enemy. 

Classes and class struggle, the proletarian revolu- 
tion and the dictatorship of the proletariat are the core 
of Marxism-Leninism, of Mao Tse-tung's thought. Prac- 
tice shows that without the concept of class struggle it 
is impossible to make a clear assessment of the political 
situation, understand and implement the Party 's  pol- 
icies correctly, distinguish between ourselves and the 
enemy, and between right and wrong, and serve the 
people wholeheartedly. Without the concept of class 
struggle, one will lose one's political orientation, be- 
come muddle-headed, develop Right deviationist ideas, 
and commit big mistakes. The reason why Comrade 
Liu Ying-chun became such a good soldier of Chairman 
Mao was, first of aI1, because he armed himself with 
Chairman Mao's thinking on classes and class struggle. 

Chairman Mao has taught us that one should re- 
mould oneself by employing the weapon of self-critic- 
ism and the method of hard study so as to fit oneself 
for the needs of the Par ty  and the revolution. Com- 
rade Liu Ying-chun resolutely followed this directive. 
In studying Chairman Mao's works he firmly grasped 
the task of remoulding his world outlook. Over and 
over again he studied the three widely read articles 
by  Chairman Mao ["Serve the People," "In Memory of 
Norman Bethune" and "The Foolish Old Man Who Re, 
moved the Mountains" - -  Tr.] and "Combat Liberal- 
ism," constantly used them as criteria for comparing 
with and examining himself, and waged the struggle to 
promote proletarian ideology and eradicate bourgeois 
ideology in his own mind. His diary is full of self- 
criticism and is a record of consciously carrying on 
self-revolution and self-remoulding under the guidance 
of Mao Tse-tung's thought. He applied whatever he 
learnt and was bold in practice. He devoted almost all 
his spare tirrle to doing many good deeds for the com- 
pany and the masses of the people. I n  doing these 
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things he never let his name be known.. He neither 
told the leadership nor his comrades nor wrote them 
down in his diary. He wrote in his diary: "To die for 
the people is heavier than Mount Tai, to live for the 
people is also heavier than Mount Tai." He integrated 
the lofty ideal of fighting for the cause of communism 
with the practice of doing whatever  useful things for 
the people in a down-to-earth manner. He continuously 
enhanced his class consciousness in the concrete prac- 
tice of serving the people, and gradually built up in 
himself the proletarian world outlook which was e x :  
pressed in the ideal of "living for the revolution and 
dying for the revolution" and in the words "revolution 
calls for struggle and struggle is happiness," and which 
called for him to become a revolutionary both at home 
and on the international plane. 

The study of Chairman Mao's works must solve 
the basic question of one's world outlook. If we want 
to become genuine Communist Par ty  members and 
genuine proletarian revolutionary fighters, we must, 
like Comrade Liu Ying-chun, take Mao Tse-tung's 
thought as our compass, employ the weapon of self- 
criticism, and consciously wage the struggle to promote 
proletarian ideology and eradicate bourgeois ideology.

the ideas currently in a person's mind as distinguished from 
ideas in books . -  Tr. 

Comrade Liu Ying-chun not only conscientiously 
studied Mao Tse-tung's thought and acted accordingly, 
but he also actively propagated it.

Following the teachings of Chairman 
Mao Tse:tung, the Chinese people are consistently and 
resolutely opposed to U.S.-led imperialism, colonialism 
and neo-colonialism and f irmly support the patriotic 
anti-U.S, struggles of all the countries and people 
subject to U.S. imperialist aggression and bullying, 
the Vice-Premier added. 

Nguy Nhu Kontum, leader of the Vietnamese 
Scientists' Delegation, also spoke at the banquet. He 
said that U.S. imperialism would certainly be defeated, 
and the firm solidarity and militant friendship between 
the Vietnamese and Chinese peoples was the most 
reliable guarantee for the defeat of the U.S. aggressors. 
He concluded his speech by shouting in Chinese: "Long 
live the Communist  Par ty  of China! .... Long live Chair- 
man Mao!" 

Renmin Ribao, on July 23, published an editorial 
hailing the opening of the colloquium. In the contem- 
porary world, the editorial noted, all science and 
technology serve the politics of particular classes. It 
quoted a passage from an article by Chairman Mao 
Tse-tung written in 1949: "True, the United States has 
science and technology. But unfortunately they are in 
the grip of the capitalists, not in the hands of the peo- 
ple, and are used to exploit and oppress the people at 
home and to perpetrate aggression and to slaughter 
people abroad." At present, U.S. imperialism is using 
its science and technology to carry out aggression and 
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massacre in Vietnam and many  other areas of the 
world. The Soviet  revisionist  leading clique, which 
has degenerated into an accomplice of U.S. imperial ism, 
is also using its science and technology as ins t ruments  
for achieving its fond dream of "U.S.-Soviet col labora-  
tion for world dominat ion" so as to oppose the  revolu-  
t ionary cause of the people of all lands. 

The Renmin  Ribao edi tor ia l  also said: "An impor- 
tant  historic task now facing the people and the scien- 
tific workers  of t h e  countries of these four continents 
is to uproot  the influence of imper ia l is t  science and 
culture in these areas and to establish an ant i - imperia l -  
ist, revolu t ionary  and nat ional  science and culture of 
the masses of the people." 

Peking Physics Colloquium 

Speech by Vice-Premier Nieh Jung-chen 
At the Opening Ceremony 

Mr. Chairman and Delegates, 

Friends and Comrades, 

The 1966 Summer  Physics Colloquium of the 
Peking Symposium opens today. We deem it a great  
honour that  the current  Colloquium is being held in 
Peking and that  China is the host country. On behalf  
of the Chinese Government,  the Chinese people and 
scientists, I extend hear t fe l t  greet ings to the  Collo- 
quium and warm welcome to all the scientists who 
have come here from various countries of Asia, Africa,  
Latin America and Oceania. 

In today's  g rand  gather ing here are over 10O dele- 
gates from more than 30 countries of the four con- 
tinents. Among you, some are physicists of world 
renown, others are workers  in scientific research with 
outs tanding achievements, and still  others are heads 
of scientific depar tments  or organizations. Your coun- 
tr ies and your  peoples are waging bi t ter  struggles 
against  imperial ism, colonialism and neo-colonialism. 
Now, you have brought  to this Colloquium new results 
of scientific research. They are the fruits  of arduous 
labour  of the scientists of various countries and also 
the frui ts  of the peoples'  struggles against  na ture  and 
against imperial ism, colonialism and neo-colonialism. 
Such results of scientific research are  most precious. 
I wish to take this oppor tuni ty  to pay  high t r ibute  to 
the scientists of var ious  countries who have dedicated 
themselves to the cause of developing a nat ional  
science of the  masses of the people in the ant i - imperia l is t  
revolutionary struggle. 

New break- throughs  and new leaps forward  in 
modern physics are in the making. In the past  50 
years, especially in the last  twenty  or th i r ty  years, 
many  new phenomena and facts have been discovered 
in both the microscopic and macroscopic worlds, and 
a great  quant i ty  of data  and figures accumulated 
through observation and experimentat ion.  I t  can be 
predicted that,  so long as we master  the correct  theories 
of knowledge and method and discard all the decadent 

"theories" of the Western bourgeoisie, such as ideal- 
ism, metaphysics,  agnosticism, etc., so long as we dare 
to carry  out revolut ions un in te r rup ted ly  and break 
away  from all prejudices and old restrict ions which 
bind our minds, we shall  be able to make a big stride 
forward  on the road "of recognizing the objective 
mater ia l  world and to develop new theories with which 
to explain and foresee more penet ra t ing  laws in regard 
to the movement  of matter.  Chairman Mao Tse-tung 
says: "Often, a correct idea can be arrived at only 
after m a n y ' r e p e t i t i o n s  of the process leading from 
matter to consciousness and then back to matter, that 
is, leading from practice to knowledge and then back 
to practice." He also says: "In the fields of the strug- 
gle for production and scientific experiment,  mankind 
makes  constant progress and nature undergoes constant 
change; they never remain on the same level. There- 
fore, man has constantly to sum up experience, make 
new discoveries and inventions,  and go on creating and 
advancing." Modern physics is entering a new epoch 
of great  revolution. I believe tha t  on this point  you 
scientists present  here will surely have an even deeper 
unders tanding than  I. The Chinese scientists are will-  
ing, together  with thei r  colleagues of the four con- 
tinents, to learn from each other, to help each other 
and to be jo in t ly  engaged in creative work. I sincerely 
hope and wish that  the current  Colloquium will  wri te  
a br i l l iant  chapter  in the new development of physics. 

The current  Colloquium is held in accordance with 
the proposal  made  by the Peking Symposium of 1964 
and is another  in ternat ional  scientific conference of 
great  significance. The 1964 Peking Symposium showed 
that  the people and scientists of our four continents 
had awakened and were determined to smash the 
control and monopoly of science by  imperialism, colo- 
nialism and neo-colonialism and grasp science in 
their  own hands;  it  showed that  we would resolutely 
adhere to the principle of self-reliance and strerigthen 
our uni ty  and co-operat ion so as to propel  our science 
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and culttire to a new age of re juvenat ion and pros- 
perity,  and tha t  we were determined to develop our 
science and culture in our countries in order  to serve 
the cause of winning a n d  safeguarding nat ional  inde- 
pendence, defending world peace and promoting the 
progress of mankind.  The current  Colloquium is meant  
to keep up this lofty spiri t  and carry on this historic 
mission. We are confident that  wi th  the joint  efforts 
of the scientists of various countries the current  Collo- 
quium will  make  new contr ibut ions to the glorious 
cause of the 1964 Peking Symposium. 

All science and culture in the world belong to 
definite classes and serve their political lines. Impe- 
rialist science and culture serve imperialist politics. 
And the science and culture of the peoples of our four 
continents serve the people's anti-imperialist revolu- 
tionary cause. 

The people and scientists in the Western imper ia l -  
ist countries have indeed made outs tanding contr ibu-  
tions to science and technology and have made great  
achievements. But there, scientific work is ent i rely 
controlled by the imperialists.  The scientists cannot 
give full p lay to their  talents  and the results of their  
scientific research are ent i re ly  used to serve the pur-  
pose of exploiting, oppressing, enslaving and slaughter-  
ing the people at home and abroad. The U.S. impe-  
rialists have recklessly used scientific achievements to 
manufacture  weapons of mass exterminat ion  and con- 
duct  sanguinary suppression of the revolut ionary 
struggles of the peoples of Asia, Africa, Latin America 
and the rest of the world. In Vietnam, the U.S. im- 
perialists  are frenziedly stepping up their  aggressive 
war. They are dropping thousands of tons of bombs 
and napalm bombs every day  and inhumanly  using 
even poison gas and toxic chemicals to torment  and 
slaughter  the Vietnamese people. These criminal  acts 
of the U.S. imperial is ts  have thoroughly exposed the 
sordid nature  of U.S. science and civilization and 
aroused great  indignat ion and strong opposition of the 
peoples and scientific workers  of the whole world. 

Of the more than two thousand million populat ion 
of our four continents, the overwhelming majo r i ty  are 
oppressed nations which have been subjected for long 
years  to the dominat ion and enslavement of imper ia l -  
ism and colonialism. To develop our scientific work, 
we must  take a road of our own and absolutely should 
not follow the beaten t rack t raversed by  the Western 
imperialis~ countries. The only correct road for our 
countries to develop scientific work is to really grasp 
science in the hands of our nations and our peoples and 
to make it really serve the cause of winning and safe- 
guarding national independence, developing national 
economies, improving the people's livelihood, defending 
world peace and promoting the progress of mankind. 
Such scientific work will surely win the hearts and the 
support of the people and will surely have an im- 
mensely broad prospect for development. 

More and more scientists have come to realize that 
for countries such as ours which have long been sub- 

jected to aggression and oppression, t h e  question of 
developing science is first and foremost a political 
question. Without overthrowing imperialism ~and 
liquidating the  remnants of its evils, it is impossible to 
develop the people's scientific work. Without genuine 
national independence and liberation, independent 
development and improvement of national scientific 
work are impossible. For the development  of science 
and progress of society, all the countries not yet inde- 
pendent  first  of all need to wage the struggle for 
nat ional  l ibera t ion in order  to achieve political indepen- 
dence. Those a l ready independent  also need to devote 
their  efforts to safeguarding and consolidating their  
nat ional  independence,  carrjf through to the end the 
nat ional  revolution, l iquidate  thoroughly all the forces 
and influence of colonialism and neo-colonialism and 
persevere in opposing imper ia l is t  aggression, interven-  
tion, control and subversion. 

The scientific work of our country has undergone 
t remendous development  since the l iberation.  In the 
practical  work  of developing our science and tech- 
nology, we have come to realize profoundly that  Mao 
Tse-tung's thought has pointed out the direction and 
the road along which the people of our country should 
promote socialist science. Mao Tse-tung's thought is 
our most effective weapon for understanding and 
changing society and is also our most effective weapon 
for understanding and changing nature. Holding high 
the great red banner of Mao Tse-tung's thought; tak- 
ing Mao Tse-tung's thought as the guide; giving prom- 
inence to proletarian politics; putting politics in 
command over professional work; upholding the gen- 
eral line of socialist construction and adhering to the 
principle of working hard and relying on our own 
efforts; bringing about the integration of the intel- 
lectuals with the masses of workers and peasants, and 
scientific experiment with practice of production; 
forming and expanding a scientific and technical con- 
tingent which is both red and expert; bringing about 
the integration of the leadership, specialists and the 
masses and the integration of production, scientific 
research and education; thoroughly implementing the 
mass line and unceasingly pushing forward the scien- 
tific and technological revolution in the service of 
socialist revolution and construction and the people of 
China and the whole world - - t h i s  is the road for devel- 
oping our science and technology. From practice our  
scientific and technical personnel  have understood that  
in order  to obtain results  in the scientific and techno- 
logical fields, we must  persevere  in guiding scientific 
exper imenta t ion  with Mao Tse-tung's  thought, remould 
the world  outlook of men, emancipate  the minds and 
overcome supersti t ion. Unless the old ideologies, old 
habits  and old t radi t ions  of blind faith in the West, 
in the authori t ies  and in bookish knowledge are all 
wiped out, the development  of science and technology 
will be grea t ly  hampered.  The great socialist cultural 
revolution which is unfolding vigorously in China 
today is precisely aimed at thoroughly eradicating the 
old ideologies, old culture, old customs and old habits 
which the imperialists and exploiting classes have 
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fostered to poison the people's minds; it is precisely 
aimed at creating and establishing the socialist new 
ideology, new culture, new customs and new habits 
among the broad masses of the people. 

In this unprecedented, great socialist cultural rev- 
olution, the broad masses of workers, peasants and 
revolutionary intellectuals of our country, under the 
leadership of the Party, are sternly exposing and 
criticizing a handful of bourgeois "academic authori- 
ties" who are really ignorant and who have consistently 
opposed the Party and socialism politically and ideolog- 
ically. As for the overwhelming majori ty of intel- 
lectuals and scientists who are patriotic, want to make 
progress politically and serve the people's cause con- 
scientiously, the Par ty  and the Government have con- 
sistently adopted the policy of uniting with, educating 
and remoulding them. Through the present great 
cultural revolution, the broad masses of intellectuals 
and scientists will the better arm their minds with 
Mao Tse-tung's thought, change their world outlook 
and raise their socialist consciousness. Thus, they will 
be able to advance along the road of being red and 
expert, to dare to make revolution and be good at 
making revolution in scientific and technological work, 
to obtain fruitful results in scientific experiment and 
the better serve the people wholeheartedly. 

It is the common wish of the people and scientists 
of our four continents to establish and develop the 
science of our respective nations and peoples. We are 
not only determined but entirely able to do so. The 
countries of our four continents have long-standing 
traditions of culture and science, vast lands and abun- 
dhnt resources, and above all, our people are hard-  
working, courageous, and wise. After complete victory 
is achieved in the national revolution, the wisdom and 
talents of the broad masses of the people will be 
liberated and they will display an inexhaustible crea- 
tive power. Provided that the scientists of the various 
countries, together with the people, thoroughly 
liquidate all the reactionary imperialist influences, 
make full use of all the favourable factors of their 
respective countries, assimilate as much as possible all 
the advanced scientific and technological fruits of the 
world and vigorously promote scientific and techno- 
logical exchange, co-operation and mutual  assistance 
among the peoples of our four continents, they can 
certainly bring about a rejuvenation and flourishing 
of the scientific work of their own nations and people. 
The people of our four continents are people with lofty 
aspirations, who are determined to bring about a 
change in the conditions of poverty and backwardness 
of their countries. We can do what the West can and 
certainly can accomplish what  the West cannot. It  
can confidently be expected that in a not too 
long historical period, we shall come to the fore from 
our formerly backward position in the scientific and 
technological fields, catch up with and surpass the 
West and leave it far behind us. 

Friends and comrades! Ours is an era in which 
imperialism is approaching complete collapse-and so- 

cialism is advancing to victory all over the world. 
A great battle is going on between the revolutionary 
forces and the counter-revolutionary forces throughout 
the world, particularly between the  people of Asia, 
Africa and Latin America on the one hand, and impe- 
rialism headed by the United States and its lackeys and 
accomplices on the other. 

U.S. imperialism is the most cruel and most ar- 
rogant aggressor in history. With its most rabid 
ambitions, it has its talons outstretched to the farthest. 
It is obstinately pursuing its policies of aggression and 
war all over the world. It not only intends to destroy 
the socialist countries and annex, the vast area of Asia, 
Africa and Latin America, but is also pursuing a 
"jungl e law" policy t o w a r d s  its allies in Western 
Europe, North America and Oceania. I t  sets itself 
against the people of the world. All peoples and na- 
tions throughout the world that long for revolution 
and liberation, all countries and people that want to 
win independence and safeguard their sovereignty and 
that desire to defend world peace cannot but direct the 
main spearhead of their struggle against U.S. imperial- 
ism. 

The Johnson Administration has been extending its 
war of aggression in Vietnam with increasing frenzy. 
Its recent bombing of Hanoi, the capital of the Dem- 
ocratic Republic of Vietnam, and Haiphong, Vietnam's 
largest seaport, has b rough t  its war of aggression to a 
new stage. For the Vietnamese people the struggle 
against U.S. imperialism is a life-and-death struggle. 
Either to defeat U.S. imperialism or to be subjugated 
by it, there is no middle road. The current issue in 
Vietnam is a ~ . . . .  question of aggression and struggle 
against aggression, and not at all a question of "peace 
talks." So long as the aggressor troops of the United 
States and its satellites are not completely withdrawn 
from Vietnam," so long as the United States does not 
stop its sanguinary aggression, there can be no peace 
in Vietnam. On July 17, Ho Chi Minh, President of the 
Democratic Republic of Vietnam, issued an Appeal to 
the People of the Whole Country, expressing the Viet- 
namese people's strong will to carry through to the 
end the struggle against U.S. aggression and for na- 
tional salvation and their unshakable determination to 
fight and to win victory. On July 22, Liu Shao-chi, 
Chairman of the People's Republic of China, solemnly 
declared to the whole world that the Chinese people 
and Government most resolutely and most warmly 
support the Appeal to the People of the Whole Country 
issued by President Ho Chi Minh. The statement said: 
"The Chinese Government reaffirms that U.S. imperial- 
ist aggression against Vietnam is aggression against 
China. The 700 million Chinese people provide power- 
ful backing for the Vietnamese people. The vast ex- 
panse of China's territory is the reliable rear area of 
the Vietnamese people. The Chinese people have made 
up their minds and have made every preparation to 
take such actions at any time and in any place as the 
Chinese and Vietnamese peoples deem necessary for 
dealing joint blows at the U.S. aggressor." 
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U.S. imper ia l i sm dares to pursue so b la tan t ly  its 
policies of aggression and war  all over the world be- 
cause it has the encouragement,  suppor t  and co-ordina-  
tion from the Soviet revisionist  leading clique. The 
la t ter  is bent on seeking U.S.-Soviet collabora- 
tion for world domination,  helping U.S. imper ia l ism 
and its lackeys mainta in  their  reac t ionary  rule and 
disintegrat ing the ranks of the world 's  people who are 
united against imperialism. It  p lays  the par t  of a 
voluntary fire brigade to put  out the flame~ of revolu-  
t ionary  struggle in the regions of Asia, Africa and Latin 
America on behalf  of U.S. imperialism. On the Viet-  
nam question, it act ively works in co-ordinat ion with 
U.S. imperial ism to carry out the counter-revolut ion-  
a ry  plot in the form of the "peace talks" fraud and 
"forcing peace talks through bombing." More and 
more facts show that  the Soviet revisionist  leading 
clique is the No. 1 accomplice of U.S. imper ia l ism and 
the biggest be t rayer  of the people of Vietnam and the 
people of Asia, Africa, Latin America and the whole 
world. In opposing U.S. imperialism, one must also 
oppose modern revisionism with the Soviet revisionist 
leading clique as its centre. 

To oppose imperial ism, colonialism and neo-colo- 
nialism headed by the United States, and to win and 
safeguard nat ional  independence and defend world 
peace is the common mil i tant  task of the people of our 
four continents.

Following is the third and concluding instalment 

of excerpts f rom the diary 01 Wang Chieh, the great 
communist  lighter. The first two instalments appeared in 
our issues No. 2g & 30 respec t i ve ly . - -Ed .  

October 18, 1964 

I 've read Chairman Mao's art icle "On the Correct  
Handling of Contradict ions Among the People." The 
section on "The Practice of Economy" has taught  me a 
lot. In order to realize the lof ty ideals of our 600 
million people, we, the younger  generat ion of the rev-  
olution, should inherit  and develop our revolut ionary  
predecessors '  t radi t ion of hard  work  and plain l iving 
and be red successors. 

A revolut ionary  f ighter  should have a broad vision; 
from his company in the army, he should keep the 
whole country and the whole world in view. He should 

see that  two- th i rds  of the world 's  labouring people are 
yet  to be l iberated and are  l iving poor miserabIe lives. 
We ourselves are now enjoying a bet ter  ma te r i a l  life, 
but  we mus tn ' t  forget  the days when we lived on tree 
barks  and grass roots and wore sack-cloth. We must  
t rea t  the good days as if they were poor times. 

As for  me, the question ~s whether  I can carry on 
and develop the t radi t ion  of hard work and plain l iving 
set by our revolu t ionary  predecessors, whether  I can 
preserve the prole tar ian  character.  All  kinds of small 
things make  up m y  pr ivate  life, but  each one reflects 
e i ther  a pro le ta r ian  or a bourgeois idea. 

Through s tudying I 've raised m y  unders tanding and 
gradual ly  formed thr i f ty  habits. Now I spend only about 
one yuan of my  monthly  allowance. I am also more 
economical in my  work. As I 've been assigned to do 
demol i t ion  work  this year,  I handle fuses everyday. 
Daily I saved up the bits and ends and connected them 
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up wi th  tape.  In  a l l  I was  ab le  to save m o r e  t h a n  30 
metres .  Of course,  th i s  is on ly  a smal l  th ing.  T h e r e  
a r e  o the r  ways  in which  I ' ve  no t  been  economica l  
enough.  I m u s t  r e m e m b e r  C h a i r m a n  Mao ' s  t each ings  
to set myse l f  h igh  po l i t i ca l  s t a n d a r d s  and low l iv ing  
s tandards .  I ' l l  consc ien t ious ly  t r e a t  the  good days  as 
if they  we re  poor  ones and  a l w a y s  c a r r y  on the  t r a d i -  
t ion of ha rd  w o r k  and p la in  l iving.  

February 10, 1~63 

I t  was  one a.m. when  I came  off  s e n t r y  du ty .  I 
lay in bed a long t ime  w i t h o u t  be ing  ab le  to fa l l  asleep.  
So I got  up  and  r ead  an  a r t i c l e  f rom the  f o u r t h  v o l u m e  
of The Selected Works of Mao Tse-tung, " C a r r y  t he  
Revolu t ion  T h r o u g h  to the  End."  I r e ad  i t  t h r o u g h  
wi thou t  s topping.  Then  I began  to u n d e r s t a n d  the  
mean ing  of t he  passage :  "The  e n e m y  wi l l  no t  pe r i sh  of 
himself .  Ne i t he r  t he  Chinese  r eac t i ona r i e s  n o r  t he  ag-  
gress ive  forces  of U.S. i m p e r i a l i s m  in Ch ina  wi l l  s tep  
down f rom the  s tage  of h i s to ry  of t he i r  own accord."  
Our  coun t ry  has  been l i be r a t ed  and  i ts  600 mi l l ion  in-  
dus t r ious  people  a re  bu i ld ing  a beau t i fu l  land,  b u t  we 
mus t  see tha t  the  wor ld  s i tua t ion  is s t i l l  tense.  K e n -  
nedy,  the  h e a d m a n  of the  Uni ted  States ,  is s t i l l  p re -  
p a r i n g  for  a n y  and  eve ry  k ind  of war .  The  Ind i an  
r eac t iona r i e s  a re  st i l l  c a r r y i n g  ou t  p rovoca t ions  aga in s t  
us and  con t inua l ly  i n f r i n g i n g  upon  ou r  t e r r i t o r i a l  
g r o u n d  and  air .  On the  sou theas t e rn  coast,  U .S . -Chiang  
K a i - s h e k  agen t s  n e v e r  s topped  t r y i n g  to s tea l  in to  our  
m a i n l a n d  to c a r r y  out  sabotage .  U.S. w a r s h i p s  and  
p lanes  ceaselessly i n t r u d e d  in to  our  s ou thea s t e rn  coas ta l  
areas ,  nea r  t he  S h a n t u n g  Pen insu l a  and  ove r  ou r  h in -  
t e r l and  to spy  on us. Recent ly ,  U .S . -Chiang  agen t s  even 
ki l led  some of ou r  compa t r i o t s  w i th  h igh  exp los ives  
pu t  in m a i l - b a g s  f rom Hongkong .  Al l  th is  shows  t ha t  
ou r  enemies  a r e  not  s leeping.  T h e y ' r e  s h a r p e n i n g  t h e i r  
swords  and  p r e p a r i n g  for  a come-back .  

At  present ,  the  imper ia l i s t s ,  t he  r eac t iona r i e s  of 
va r ious  coun t r i e s  and  the  m o d e r n  rev i s ion i s t s  a r e  s t r i k -  
ing up  an a n t i - C h i n a  chorus.  I 'm  a r e v o l u t i o n a r y  
f i gh t e r  wi th  gun in hand:  I m u s t  no t  be  off guard .  I ' l l  
r a i se  m y  v ig i lance  a h u n d r e d f o l d .  I ' ve  m a d e  up  m y  
m i n d  to -se rve  in the  a r m y  fo r  a long t ime.

August 15, 1963 

C h a i r m a n  Mao has  sa id :  " M a k e  t rouble ,  fail ,  m a k e  
t roub le  again,  fa i l  aga in  . . . t i l l  t h e i r  doom;  t ha t  is t h e  
logic of the  impe r i a l i s t s  and  al l  r eac t iona r i e s  the  w o r l d  
ove r  in dea l ing  w i th  t he  people ' s  cause,  and  t hey  wi l l  
neve r  go aga in s t  th is  logic. This  is a M a r x i s t  law.  
When  we  say  ' i m p e r i a l i s m  is fe roc ious , '  w e  m e a n  t h a t  
i ts  n a t u r e  wi l l  n e v e r  change,  t ha t  the  im pe r i a l i s t s  wi l l  
neve r  l ay  down  t h e i r  b u t c h e r  knives ,  t h a t  t h e y  wi l l  
neve r  become Buddhas ,  t i l l  t h e i r  doom."  

Such  logic  is an  abso lu t e  t ru th .  The  n a t u r e  of i m -  
pe r i a l i sm wi l l  n e v e r  change.  I t  is imposs ib l e  to  p e r -  

suade  the impe r i a l i s t s  and  the  Chinese  r eac t iona r i e s  to 
show k indnes s  of h e a r t  and  t u r n  f rom the i r  evi l  ways .  
However ,  in the  wor ld  t o d a y  the re  a r e  peop le  who a re  
m a k i n g  a g r e e m e n t s  w i th  i m p e r i a l i s m  and  co -ope ra t i ng  
w i th  it, v io l a t i ng  M a r x i s m - L e n i n i s m  a n d  b e t r a y i n g  the  
revolu t ion .  I m p e r i a l i s t s  and  m o d e r n  revis ionis t s !  No 
m a t t e r  w h a t  t r i cks  you  p lay ,  you  canno t  fool  the  w o r ld ' s  
people.  You ' l l  on ly  expose  y o u r  ug ly  faces  be fo re  them. 
Once  the  peop le  of the  wor ld  see t h r o u g h  y o u r  v i c i o u s -  
ness,  t hey ' l l  become  m o r e  v ig i l an t  to dea l  w i th  y o u r  
plots  and  sabotage .  

April 20, 1963 

The rev is ion is t s  d i s to r t  and  t a m p e r  w i th  M a r x -  
i sm-Len in i sm.  They  say  tha t  a t  p r e sen t  t h e r e  is 
no need  fo r  revo lu t ion ,  t ha t  i m p e r i a l i s m  should  not  be  
opposed,  t ha t  E i s e n h o w e r  also had  a "des i r e  for  peace ,"  
and  was  " w o r r i e d  a b o u t  ensu r ing  peace,  j u s t  as  we  do." 
They  p u t  f o r w a r d  the  v iew a b o u t  a wor ld  " 'w i thou t  
weapons ,  w i t h o u t  a r m e d  forces  and  w i t h o u t  wars . "  We 
f i r m l y  oppose  t h e i r  v i ew which  is f u n d a m e n t a l l y  di f -  
f e ren t  f rom ours.  

In  the  l igh t  of  each  c o u n t r y ' s  deve lopment ,  i t  is  
i l l u so ry  to t h i n k  tha t  a coun t ry  can achieve socia l i sm 
w i t h o u t  s t ruggle ,  w i t h o u t  r evo lu t i on  and  wi thou t  op-  
pos ing  imper ia l i sm.  F r o m  China ' s  cons t ruc t ion  ach ieve-  
men t s  one can see tha t  the  Chinese  people  set out  
on the  road  of happ ines s  on ly  a f t e r  going  t h r o u g h  the  
civi l  war ,  the  W a r  of Res i s tance  Aga in s t  J apan ,  the  
W a r  of L ibe ra t ion ,  and  by  de fea t ing  J a p a n  and o the r  
reac t ionar ies ,  dx'iving Ch iang  K a i - s h e k  to Ta iwan  and  
es t ab l i sh ing  t h e i r  own  s t a t e  power ,  the  People ' s  Re-  
pub l i c  of China.  

The  m o d e r n  rev i s ion i s t s  v io l en t ly  a t t a ck  the  Chi -  
nese  C o m m u n i s t  Pa r ty .  We wi l l  s t rugg le  r e so lu te ly  
aga ins t  them. We m u s t  h a v e  a c lear  i dea  of the  p re sen t  
s i tua t ion ,  be  f i rm  in ou r  s t and  and  s t ick  to the  t ru th .  
T r u t h  wi l l  c e r t a in ly  t r i u m p h .  M a r x i s m - L e n i n i s m  wil l  
t r i u m p h  t h o u g h  i ts  s t rugg le  aga in s t  r ev i s ion i sm m a y  
be long,  t o r tuous  and  complex .  

May 22, 1964 

Read ing  C h a i r m a n  Mao ' s  a r t i c le  "Ana lys i s  of t he  
Classes in Chinese  Soc ie ty"  has  ra i sed  m y  r e v o l u t i o n a r y  
~,igilance and  enab led  m e  to d i s t i ngu i sh  enemies  f rom 
ourse lves ,  the  people.  The  a r t i c l e  beg ins  s t r a igh t  to 
t he  po in t  w i t h  "Who  a re  o u r  enemies?  Who a re  our  
f r i ends?  This  is a ques t ion  of the  f i r s t  i m p o r t a n c e  fo r  
t he  r evo lu t ion . "  In the  pa s t  t he  l a n d l o r d  and com- 
p r a d o r  classes we re  ab l e  to oppress  and  exp lo i t  the  peo-  
ple  and  t y r a n n i z e  t hem because  po l i t i ca l  p o w e r  was  not  
in the  h a n d s  of t he  w o r k i n g  people  and  because  we  d id  
not  un i t e  w i th  our  r ea l  f r i ends  to a t t a ck  our  rea l  
enemies .  N o w  w e ' v e  t a k e n  over  po l i t i ca l  power ;  the  
peop le  have  s tood up  and  become  the  mas te rs .

again ,  f a i l  aga in  . . . t i l l  t h e i r  doom. W e  can fa l l  in to  
t h e i r  t r ap ,  come to g r i e f  a n d  b r i n g  losses  to t he  c o u n t r y  
if we  fa i l  to d i s t ingu i sh  e n e m i e s  f r o m  our se lves  or  do 
not  m a i n t a i n  a h igh  d e g r e e  of  c lass  consciousness .  

August 4, 1964 

Recent ly ,  U.S. i m p e r i a l i s m  has  k i n d l e d  the  f l ames  
of w a r  in m a n y  p a r t s  of t he  wor ld ,  c a r r y i n g  out  i t s  
p lo t  of f a k i n g  peace  w h i l e  r e a l l y  p r e p a r i n g  fo r  war .  I t  
has  l a u n c h e d  open aggres s ion  aga in s t  the  D e m o c r a t i c  
Repub l i c  of V ie tnam,  s end ing  i ts  p l anes  and  w a r s h i p s  
to b o m b  and  b o m b a r d  i ts  p e a c e f u l  v i l l ages  and  h a r d -  
w o r k i n g  people .  Our  G o v e r n m e n t  has  i s sued  s t a t e m e n t s  
po in t i ng  out  t h a t  as t he  i m p e r i a l i s t s  k i n d l e d  the  f l a m e s  
of war ,  the  D.R.V. has  g a i n e d  the  r i g h t  of ac t ion  to  
f igh t  a g a i n s t  aggress ion .

C h a i r m a n  Mao says  t h a t  " i f  
the  U.S. m o n o p o l y  cap i t a l i s t  g r o u p  is b e n t  on c a r r y i n g  
out  i t s  po l i cy  of aggress ion  a n d  war ,  t he  d a y  wi l l  ce r -  
t a i n l y  come w h e n  h u m a n i t y  wi l l  h a n g  i t  b y  the  neck ."  

I m p e r i a l i s m  wi l l  be  de f ea t ed !  Soc ia l i sm wi l l  win!  
The  U.S. wi l l  be  de f ea t ed !  The  D.R.V. wi l l  win!  

September 14, 1964 
In " S e r v e  t h e  Pe op l e "  C h a i r m a n  Mao says,  " O u r  

C o m m u n i s t  P a r t y  a n d  the  E igh th  R o u t e  a n d  N e w  
F o u r t h  A r m i e s  led  b y  o u r  P a r t y  a re  b a t t a l i o n s  of the  
r evo lu t ion .  These  b a t t a l i o n s  of ours  a r e  w h o l l y  d e d i -  
ca ted  to t he  l i b e r a t i o n  of t he  peop le  and  w o r k  e n t i r e l y  
in the  peop le ' s  i n t e re s t s . "  I now u n d e r s t a n d  the  rea l  
s ign i f i cance  of th is  passage .  The  w o r d s  " w h o l l y "  and  
" e n t i r e l y "  m e a n  t h a t  we shou ld  w h o l e h e a r t e d l y  s e rve  
and  w o r k  fo r  t he  people .  A t  p r e s e n t  t w o - t h i r d s  of the  
w or ld ' s  peop l e  a r e  no t  y e t  l i be ra t ed .

O u r  P a r t y  and  C h a i r m a n  Mao show the  
u t m o s t  concern  fo r  us, t h e  y o u n g e r  gene ra t i on ,  and  
p lace  such  t r e m e n d o u s  hopes  in us. I a m  reso lved  to 
be a good  successor  to the  r evo lu t ion ,  and  t ake  up i ts  
w e i g h t y  load.

(GANEFO) was  i naugu ra t ed  in Pe-  
king on J u l y  25. 

Vice-Premier  Ho Lung  a t t ended  
the inaugura l  mee t ing  and in his 
speech called on all Chinese spor ts-  
men and  phys ica l  cu l tu re  w o r k e r s  to 
give p rominence  to politics, crea-  
t ively s tudy  and app ly  Cha i rman  
Mao's  works,  hold high the g rea t  red  
banner  of  Mao Tse- tung ' s  thought ,  
t rain ha rd  and m a k e  serious p repa ra -  
t ions and, in concer ted effor ts  wi th  
spor tsmen and  physical  cu l ture  
worke r s  of o ther  Asian countries,  
m a k e  the signif icant  in te rna t iona l  
Games  an ou t s tand ing  success. 

J u n g  Kao- tang,  Vice-Minister  of 
the Sta te  Physical  Cul tu re  and Spor ts  
Commission and  Cha i rman  of the 
Chinese Nat ional  G A N E F O  Com- 
mittee,  pointed out  in his repor t  to 
the meet ing  tha t  the Fi rs t  Asian 
G A N E F O  which  is scheduled to take  
place be tween  N o v e m b e r  25 and 
December  6 in P h n o m  Penh,  capital  
of the  K i ngdom of Cambodia ,  will 
be a big even t  of g rea t  interest  to 
the people of all Asia. He said the 
Games is sure  to p romote  con-  
tacts  and f r iendship  a m o n g  the peo-  
ple of the  countr ies  in Asia and  
provide  grea t  impe tus  to the uni ty  
of the Asian people against  imper ia l -  
ism and  to the i r  deve lopment  of 
sports. 

J u n g  Kao- t ang  said t h a t  Asian 
spor tsmen are ta len ted  and, when  
they  have  broken  the  monopo ly  of 
in terna t ional  spor ts  affa i rs  by  impe-  
r ial ism and  reac t iona ry  in te rna-  
t ional  sports  organizat ions  and  in- 
dependen t ly  open up  new vistas  in 
in te rna t iona l  spor ts  activities, t h e y  
will cer ta in ly  be able to br ing  their  
ta lents  into full  play. 

The inaugura l  meet ing  paid w a r m  
t r ibute  to the people and  G o v e r n m e n t  
of the K i ngdom of Cambodia  and to 

Samdech  N o r o d o m Sihanouk,  the  
Cambodian  Head  of State, fo r  the i r  
g rea t  cont r ibu t ions  to the  Games,  
and  to va r ious  Asian count r ies  for  
the i r  enthusias t ic  suppor t  fo r  and  
posit ive a t t i tude  t o w ar d s  the  Games.  

I t  also decided to send a spor ts  
delegat ion to the  G a m e s  and, accord-  
ing to a p re l imina ry  decision, it will  
par t ic ipate  in the  fol lowing events :  
football ,  basketbal l ,  volleyball ,  t ab le  
tennis,  badmin ton ,  t r ack  and  field, 
swimming,  shooting, archery ,  g y m -  
nastics, weight l i f t ing  and  cycling. 

Netherlands Charge 
d'Affaires Declared 
Persona Non Grata 

On J u l y  22, Hsieh Li, Director  of 
the  West .European Depa r tmen t  of 
the Chinese Minis t ry  of Fore ign  
Affairs,  s u m m o n e d  G.J. Jongejans ,  
the Ne ther lands  Charge  d 'Af fa i res  .to 
China, and on behal f  of the Chinese 
Government ,  declared him persona  
n o n  grata.  

Hsieh IA pointed  out tha t  the  
Nether lands  G o v e r n m e n t  has  for  a 
long t ime been tai l ing af ter  U.S. 
imper ia l i sm and  pursu ing  an ant i -  
Chinese policy. Recently,  whi le  the  
Conference  of the  In te rna t iona l  In-  
s t i tute of  Welding w a s  meet ing  in the  
Hague, the  Nether lands  G o v e r n m e n t  
connived  a t  the scheming activit ies of 
U.S. agents  to i l legally incite m e m -  
bers of the Chinese delegation to the  
conference  to be t r ay  their  mo th e r -  
land. Upon t h e  fa i lure  of this  U.S. 
imperial is t  scheme, the  Nether lands  
G o v e r n m e n t  on J u l y  19 wen t  so fa r  
as to u n w a r r a n t e d l y  declare Chinese 

,Charge  d 'Af fa i res  to the  Ne ther lands  
Li En-chiu  " P e r s o n a  n o n  graSa'" and  
asked h im  to leave wi th in  a set time. 
Meanwhile ,  it has  u n w a r r a n t e d l y  
res t r ic ted  the  depa r tu re  f rom the  
Ne the r l ands  of  the  m e m b e r s  of the  
Chinese delegat ion to the  Confe rence  
of the  In te rna t iona l  Ins t i tu te  of Weld-  
ing and  served  t h e m  wi th  a s u m m o n s  

in an  a t t emp t  to subject  t hem to ille- 
gal  subpoena.  By  t ak ing  this action, 
the  Ne ther lands  Gove rnmen t  has 
gross ly  v iola ted  the  e l emen ta ry  pr in-  
ciples gu id ing  in te rna t iona l  relat ions 
and ser iously  damaged  relat ions be- 
tween  China and  the  Netherlands.  

Hsieh IA pointed  ou t  t ha t  the  att i-  
tude  of the  Ne ther lands  G o v e r n m e n t  
was  p e r e m p t o r y  and  unreasonab le  in 
the  extreme,  and  there fore  the  Chi- 
nese G o v e r n m e n t  cannot  but  declare  
G.J. Jongejans ,  t he  Nether lands  
Charge  d'Affairt~s to China, persona  
n o n  grat.a, who, however ,  t empora -  
r i ly  wou ld  not  be al lowed to leave 
China unt i l  the  m e m b e r s  of  the  Chi- 
nese delegat ion to the  Conference  of  
the  In te rna t iona l  Ins t i tu te  of Weld-  
ing have  safe ly  left  the  Nether lands .  

At the  invi ta t ion of the  sponsor  
of the 19th annua l  assembly  of the  
In te rna t iona l  Ins t i tu te  of Welding, 
the Chinese Society  of Welding sent  
a delegat ion of  nine to the Ne ther -  
lands. However ,  in the  course  of  the  
meet ing  (July 9-16), U.S. agents  t ime 
and again  t r ied b y  var ious  unde r -  
h a n d  means  to induce m e m b e r s  of the 
Chinese delegat ion to desert  and be- 
t r a y  the i r  mother land .  

On J u l y  16, a m e m b e r  of the  dele- 
gat ion,  Hsu Tzu-tsai,  incited by  U.S. 
agents,  a t t empted  to r un  away.  He 
in jured  himself  w h e n  he jumped  
f r o m  his lodgings. He was  taken  to 
a hospi ta l  by  personnel  of the  Office 
of the Chinese Charge  d 'Affa i res  and, 
af ter  being examined  by  the  doctors, 
was  b r o u g h t  back  to the  l iving 
qua r t e r s  of the  Office. Thus,  the U.S. 
agents '  plot  to induce  Hsu Tzu-tsai  
to deser t  and  b e t r a y  his coun t ry  and  
then  abduc t  h im came to l ight  and  
the  conspi ra tors  f o u n d  themselves  in 
an embar ras s ing  situation. To sel~ve 
U.S. imperial ism,  the  Nether lands  
G o v e r n m e n t  hu r r i ed ly  t r ied to sup-  
press the  t ru th  and had  the  e f f ron te ry  
to ask the  Chinese Charge  d 'Affa i res  
to leave the  country .  When  Hsu 
Tsu- tsai  died of his injuries,  the  
Dutch  author i t ies  falsified the  cause 
of his dea th  and  dis tor ted the  facts, 
t r y ing  to create  pre tex ts  for  f u r t he r  
persecut ion of the  Chinese Office of 
the  Charge  d 'Af fa i res  in the  Nether -  
lands  and of the m e m b e r s  of the 
Chinese  delegation.
